TRUSTEE REPORTS:

Trustee Lazansky reported on the Midway Noise Compatibility meeting. He felt that his efforts to
obtain noise modification for Edison School have hit a dead end. He named several schools that
have satisfied the requirements. Our Lady of Charity is one local school that will receive funding.
He provided the disciples given in his report. His next meeting is in October.

Trustee Mares reported that last week he took videos if Haley Park. He will be sending this to
Springfield. He wants to modify Haley Park so that areas is more visible for the police to patrol.
He wants plans in place for next spring so that things are better than they are now. He then
provided information on a medication take pack program on August 15 at the Franklin Park Police
Station. He has a supply of the fliers in the Village Hall foyer. The efforts of this event are to
prevent medication from entering landfills or the water systems. Trustee Lazansky questioned the
feasibility of having such a resource within our village.

Trustee Morelli gave the fire department report for the month of July.
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Trustee Zeedyk gave the police report for the month of July. There were a total of 1051 calls, 134
911 calls, 53-911 calls dispatched, 81-non 911s, 358 arrests, 1437 miscellaneous details, 13,280
squad miles, 12,036 gallons of gas equating to 11 miles per gallon. The ordinance officers report
for July were: 215 ordinance investigations, 13 business investigations, 72 violations notices, 65
miscellaneous details, 8 Stickney Local Ordinance tickets, and 120 adjudication hours. He also
reported on the stump removal program. It is going quite well and it is almost done. There were a
couple more stumps discovered that will be taken care of this week.

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS:

Fire Chief Meyer explained a resolve to a complaint about a fire truck driving the wrong way on
Elmwood Avenue. There had been a microwave fire in the condos on Pershing Road. The ladder
truck was needed to eject smoke. When they completed their task the traffic was backed up on
Pershing Road. They drove south on EImwood for only one block to avoid the traffic. He went on
to explain that the fire department can travel the wrong way for two blocks. Chief Meyer
encouraged people to call him with any of their concerns.

Deputy Police Chief Frank Figueroa read a police department letter of appreciation from
Countryside police. The letter gave praise and thanks for the services given to Countryside by
Pedro Garcia. He was used as a translator for Countryside after a fatal traffic accident. The
suspects were non-English speaking.

Public Works Supervisor Joe Lopez gave the resolve to the complaint from a citizen that was given
at the last board meeting. Her complaint was solved and she is happy. President O’Reilly added in
that it was her sewer that was the problem. There was no need to use a camera to find the problem.
Joe Lopez added in that he is available to take resident’s complaints at any time.

AUDIENCE QUESTIONS:

Bernice Yarmoska of 7035 West 40" Place complained over skateboarding and damage done to her
property. She then complained over her issue of a neighbor with an adjoining fence. In addition
she complained of a vacant house at 7134 West 41 Street and the condition of the property. She
also complained over people doing dumping in other’s garbage cans. Lack of village tags was her
final complaint.

Lois Jedlovec of 4129 S. Wenonah wanted to know if Wenonah was going to be repaved.
President O’Reilly explained that the engineers are looking into the future street projects. He told
the audience that we were granted some money in a “Jobs Bill” to do some streets. We are also
looking into other revenue for roads. Her street is being looked at right now.

Bea Callahan of 4126 S. Grove was told she needed to write down her questions in the future. She
recommended that the department heads should go to the podium to make their comments so they
could be heard by the audience.

Penny Gibas of 4425 S. Wisconsin thanked the previous administration for picking the company
that is doing the streets. She mentioned that they are doing a better job than the company working
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in Forest View. She also included her thanks to Trustee Zeedyk for overseeing of the project and
its errors. Her question pertained to extra hours due for the additional time served for people

doing their jobs. She then singled out Trustee Schimel, Trustees Zeedyk, Mares, and Morelli. She
questioned if they get overtime or time due. The response was no.

There being no further business, Trustee Lazansky moved, duly seconded by Trustee Zeedyk that

the meeting be adjourned. Upon which, said Board of Trustees adopted the motion at 7:29 p.m.
and President O’Reilly declared the motion carried and the meeting adjourned.

6:30 P.M. for the purpose of a Public Hearing in the Stickney Village Hall, 6533
W. Pershing Road, Stickney, Illinois.

The purpose of the Public Hearing was on the “Proposed Annual General
Appropriation for the Fiscal Year, beginning May 1, 2009 and ending April 30,
2010.

There were eight (8) residents present in the audience.

The Clerk read the official notice of the public hearing as published in the
Suburban Life Publication on Wednesday, July 1, 2009.

The Clerk read the summary of the '"Proposed Annual Budget and Appropriations
Ordinance for 2009-2010".

The Clerk read the summary of the Proposed Annual Budget and Appropriations
Ordinance 2009-16 for the Fiscal Year, beginning May 1, 2009 and ending April
30, 2010.

Treasurer Kurt Kasnicka made a statement explaining the process of preparing the
Appropriations Budget. This included reviewing the expenditures from the last
two years. Worksheets are used to back up the numbers considered. Meetings
were held with department heads. Consideration was given to special projects
requested by department heads. All the trustees have previous knowledge of this
current budget. The Clerk and Village President sat down at the budget planning
meetings.

President O’Reilly explained that on the tax levy we inherited a 10.13% increase
from our previous administration due to the bond they took out. This is costing
us a 7.65% increase. Our pension fund was rather low. There is a low figure
and a high figure of suggested contributions. We are using the larger figure.
We held the line on our General Fund keeping it at a zero increase. Some of the
needs requested by our department heads were: The Police Department wanted
their annual purchase of two squads. The Fire Department wanted a pick-up truck
that will be used for towing trailers and emergency equipment they have access
to. In addition, they want a thermal-imagine camera. The Public Works
Department is looking for another dump truck and they also have a wish for a
bobcat. We are looking for more funds for Parks and Recreation. Some of our
equipment is being neglected. There are some future concerns that we are
looking at. We need to finish our streets. The sewers need to be cleaned,
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checked and repaired as the damage is found. And, our water tower needs to be
repaired and painted. We are looking for some Stimulus Money coming in from
Congressman Lipinski, Capital Money from Representative Zalewski, and we applied
for some LAPP Funds for Ridgeland Avenue. With this Capital Project Bill that
was just signed in Springfield, our Senator Viverito has put in a request for us
to receive money from that for our streets.

President O’Reilly asked for oral comments from Board members.

Trustee Lazansky asked various questions on the legal fees, about the Police
Department Radio Clerks, and the Police Department training fees. In addition,
he asked about the increase in health insurance. Trustee Lazansky also asked
about the $50,000 sewer fee. The treasurer explained the $50,000 sewer fee was
needed because of the sewer televising and repairs. The treasurer forecasted
the possible need to tax people for the repair or replacement of the sewers.
Kurt said that 10% of the water use is commercial, 60% industrial, and 30%
residential.

Audience member Bea Callahan of 415 and Grove asked several questions
pertaining to the police department. She also asked about the salary for Parks
& Recreation.

There being no further business, Trustee Lazansky moved, duly seconded by
Trustee Zeedyk, that the meeting be adjourned. Upon which, said Board of
Trustees adopted the motion unanimously at 6:51 p.m. and President O’Reilly
declared the motion carried and the meeting adjourned.

It
includes no increase for the General Fund, Police Pensions 2.48%, Bond and Interest at 7.65%,
which is the second year for the increase for the 2008 series of the $6.4 million in bonds which
were issued for street improvement. In subsequent years there will be a nominal increase. Trustee
Schimel commented that he wished he knew that his vote on the 2008 bond would have created this
double-digit tax levy we are now facing.

Not even the FBI can
obtain information about the Cencus She went on to explain the need for volunteers to serve on the
committees. We receive a lot of our funding based on the census figures such as the Illinois
Department of Transportation funds we receive each month.

Trustee
Mares also informed us that when he attended the Intergovernmental Risk Management Agency
meeting he was presented an award on behalf of the Stickney Fire Department for an accident-free
year. People were astounded that this was achieved.

Trustee Zeedyk gave the Stickney Police Department activity report for June. There were 974
calls, 150- 911 calls, 70-911 calls dispatched, 80 non-911 calls, 587 arrests, 1601 miscellaneous
details and investigations, and 14,135 miles driven, and 13,025 gallons of gasoline used. The
Ordinance Report was also given. There were 205 ordinance investigations, 107 business
investigations, 77 violation notices, 82 miscellaneous details, Zero SOL’s and 115 adjudication
hours. Trustee Zeedyk told us that they have five auxiliary police applications from Stickney
residents. He feels, as does Trustee Schimel, that if we have a disaster, it is easier to call in
auxiliary officers from our own village to respond. He further requested that if anyone knows of
someone who might be interested in apply they should send them in.

Joe Lopez from Public Works spoke about sweeping the alleys being done a few weeks ago. They
are doing some tree trimming to save money. The curbs have been painted at intersections and at
handicapped areas. A man in the audience questioned the alley behind the apartments in the 4300
block of Harlem. He was concerned over the huge holes in this alley. President Pro-Tempore
Schimel informed him that this is private property. The individual continued to pursue the matter
and told us that he is an owner and is willing to pay his portion to have the alley paved. He wanted
the village to coordinate the effort with the other owners. President Pro-Tempore Schimel went
into detail about looking at original plot surveys proving that this is private property. Clerk Audrey
McAdams found correspondence dating back to 1980 that addressed the same problem. President
Pro-Tempore Schimel finally said that he would take this on as an action item. His plan was to get
a letter out to everybody and a meeting will take place. Where it will go they will see.

Dan Kuffel spoke on behalf of the Stickney Fire Department. On June 30" at 2:25 a.m. there was a
garage fire at 4027 Clinton. Our crews found that one garage was fully involved with adjoining
garages slightly on fire. The garage across the way was caught on fire and the power lines came
down on it. There were a total of six garages involved. It was because of the good response and
actions of our crews that only the first garage was totally lost. The others had cosmetic damages.
The arson investigation found the cause was undetermined.
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Deputy Police Chief Frank Figueroa informed us of Operation Falcon. This was a warrant sweep
organized by the U.S. Marshall’s office. Several of our officers participated with the operation last
month. Of the four deputized officers we have they served nine of the 27 warrants issued. Three
juveniles were apprehended and charged with a local juvenile violation for starting a park bench on
fire. Over the fourth of July weekend Stickney utilized the Tactical Unit paid for by the Judicial
Advisory Grant to place extra manpower on the streets. There were ten local ordinance tickets
issued pertaining to fireworks violations over the weekend. The street sweeping tickets have been
suspended while street construction is taking place.

Treasurer Kurt Kasnicka reported that there will be a public hearing Tuesday, July 14, 2009 at 6:30
p.m. at the Village Hall. The budget is for the fiscal year beginning May 1, 2009 and ending April
30, 2010. The following meeting on July 21, 2009 we will have the proposed budget considered
and voted on.

Audience questions:

Penny Gibas of 44™ and Wisconsin thanked Trustee Zeedyk for correcting the cement work at her
home. She had various statements concerning the auxiliary police officers. The next question
pertained to tickets issued for fireworks. There were ten tickets issued with six officers on duty.
She wanted to know about the position of parks director.

Richard Kuchera suggested that Trustee Mares consider a college intern to help with the parks and
recreation program. They need the experience and we could save money. Trustee Mares is willing
to donate more of his own time to keep the parks and recreation program going. The trustee wishes
to get cameras in the parks for security. He wants to fix what we have and get costs under control
plus get some new things.

Penny Gibas of 44™ and Wisconsin wanted to know about who cuts the grass. A lengthy response
was given to her.

Bea Callahan of 41% and Grove wanted to know about part-time workers.

Jerry Przyzycki asked about a house at 4128 Gunderson that he is concerned about. President Pro-
Tempore Schimel responded that this house has been shut down. It is no longer going to be a
three-flat. The water was shut off today. He continued to tell us that the gas was shut off on May
9™ All the tenants have moved out.

Doris Helebrant of 41% Street wanted to know who is billed for cutting the grass of the foreclosed
properties. President Pro-Tempore Schimel responded that the cost is $100 and is placed as a lien
on the property. We recoup all of the expenses before the house is given an occupancy permit.

Penny Gibas of 44™ and Wisconsin had a question pertaining to present captains.

It may be a picture of the library or the results of a proposed contest “hungry for
knowledge”. Either way, the Village has final approval of the what image will be used

The President reported that he is doing a 5K for Lions of Illinois Foundation walk and asked if
anyone would consider sponsoring him.

The Clerk remarked on the June testing the functioning of the Pellet Factory on Metropolitan Water
Reclamation District property.

Reports from the Trustees:

Trustee Mares gave a Parks & Recreation event update. In addition, he reported that he is looking
into solving the flooding situation at the Ridgeland ball field. He will be contacting the Illinois
Department of Natural Resources about Haley Park. Since they oversee the grant that we received
for the park, they also control what we can and cannot do to the land. Cody felt that the park is too
secluded with the mounds and bushes are hiding activity. Cody also gave recycling resource
information for the residents.

Trustee Morelli accepted the treasurer’s report for the month of April 2009.
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Trustee Schimel announced that this is peak season for the building department, the home sales are
slow and foreclosures are still coming in. He has been watching the street construction. There has
been damage done to the buffalo box fracturing the water line to a home on Maple. This caused the
basement to flood. A lot of dirt came in with it. Our Village plumbing people fixed it. That bill
will be given to the contractor, Orange Crush. The woman’s basement has to be cleaned and that
bill will also be given to the contractor. There is another home at 4407 Wisconsin that also has
water and it will be checked out tomorrow. Trustee Schimel alerted people to respond to the
Village if they are having a problem related to the ongoing street construction. In addition, people
are complaining over the displacement of their parking due to the construction. Some parking
tickets were inadvertently issued that will be voided.

Trustee Lazansky asked how many houses are vacant in the Village. The count of 33 to 35 homes
being foreclosed was given by Public Works Supervisor Joe Lopez. Trustee Schimel responded
that some people are still living in these foreclosed homes. He said they do go in to inspect these
vacant homes. Occasional they ask for protection when going into these homes. There were two
more homes boarded up just this week. The blight inspector is aware of these homes. The police
also watch these homes. Trustee Schimel said that the Village recoups the charges for boarding up
or grass cutting for these homes.

Trustee Zeedyk gave the police report for the month of May. There were 944 calls, 127-911 calls,
56 dispatched 911 calls, 71 non-911s, 551 arrests, 1472 miscellaneous and investigation details,
14,755 squad miles, and 13,043 gallons of gasoline used giving the squads a little under 11 miles to
the gallon.

We were informed by Trustee Zeedyk that he is working on the removal of the tree stumps in the
Village. There are three or four companies giving quotes. The property will be filled with black
dirt and seeded.

Reports from the department heads:

Fire Chief Larry Meyer informed us that his department was involved in a suspicious package
report at the Berwyn Train Station. It was a package addressed to President Obama. The FBI took
the letter.

We were also given information about a 10-month-old baby left in a newly vacated apartment on
Harlem Avenue by the father who needed to run an errand. The new tenant found the sleeping
child and notified authorities. DCFS was alerted to the situation. The child was taken to MacNeal
to be checked out.

Police Chief Joe Kretch advised us that anyone involved in the street construction who has received
parking notices need to contact him to resolve them. He also told us about a Police Department
and Fire Department drill held at Edison School and Home School last week. It is called a
“Suspicious Person Drill”. It was last done three years ago. In the future it will be done three to
four times per year. The drill involves an alert using the intercom within the school telling of a
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suspicious person in the school. The school proceeds into a lock down situation. Every classroom
goes through locking their doors and herding the students into a certain area of the room. The fire
department is involved as well. The police then enter the building. Chief Kretch is in the process
of obtaining keys to the buildings so the police can enter any door in an emergency. The police
proceeded to conduct a sweep of the building and mark the area that has been found to be secure.
This drill will prove to be beneficial to the teachers in handling such a situation.

In addition, we were told that there will be two fallen police officers buried this week at Mount
Auburn Cemetery. One will be on Thursday and one on Saturday.

Public Works Supervisor, Joe Lopez reported that they will start sweeping the alleys. They will try
to accomplish this twice this summer or more if needed. Public Works Water Operator Jason
Bruscato gave us the latest information concerning the water consumer confidence report. He went
into detail over how the test is performed and the results. The pamphlets will be mailed to the
residents.

Treasurer, Kurt Kasnicka supplied information about the Village vehicle stickers and the recent
mailing or the applications. He also told of the blight notices that have been mailed out.

Audience questions:

Bee Callahan from 41% and Grove sought information about over-flowing garbage cans or garbage
cans that are broken. The President asked her to inform the Village Hall of these circumstances.
He said we are certainly looking in to this blight issue.

Penny Gibas of 4425 Wisconsin wanted to know if the street construction people will replace her
curtsey walk they removed in order to replace the curbs. She was told by the President that what
they take out they will replace. She also questioned Trustee Zeedyk about a lawsuit he had against
the Village.

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offenders were wearing and what they looked like. The continued communications
informed the officers that the taxi was stopped in traffic where they were apprehended.
The responding officers were: Corporal Cruz, Sergeant Richard Jaczek, Deputy Chief Frank
Figueroa, Police Chief Joseph Kretch, and a Forest View Police Officer Eric Kulaga. Trustee
Mares intends to ask that these officers, including Brent Tureson, receive recognition for
their quick, safe and professional response to this activity. Otherwise, the criminals could
have gotten away.

Trustee Mares recommended that the citizen be recognized with an “Upstanding Citizen’s
Award” for his part in this incident. Trustee Mares enforced the fact that the quick
involvement of this citizen is an example of “doing the right thing”. With that said, President
O’Reilly introduced Theodore G. Slusser and presented a certificate to him for his
outstanding assistance in the apprehension of two burglary suspects on October 23, 2009.

CLERKS REPORT: The local census office is now open in Lockport. Other pertinent census
job information was given. Additional information was given on Census Question and
Answer Sites was given.

The fire-fighter-association
donated the remainder of the batteries needed. Chief Meyer will drop off the batteries at
each senior club. The chief reminded people of the hazards involved with turkey fryers.

Deputy Police Chief Frank Figueroa reported that there will be 69 applicants taking the
police patrolman eligibility exam at Edison School on Saturday November 21. The 911
center will be up and running in three weeks.
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Public Works Supervisor Joe Lopez suggested that people watch out for their neighbors
during snow plowing season by alerting them to plowing in case they forgot. Supervisor
Lopez recently went to a road salt class. He then gave us a review of the salt purchases
dating back two years and current figures. We learned that the village regularly obtains 800
tons per year.

Treasurer, Kurt Kasnicka informed us that the Village offices will be closed on Thanksgiving,
November 26 and the day after November 27. Public Works will be working on November
27.

AUDIENCE QUESTIONS:

Ron Carlson of 4433 S. Grove Avenue asked pointed questions pertaining to the legal budget
and the legal expenses. In addition he questioned the proposed 10.13% tax hike. It was
noted by the President that the tax hike was due to the bond issue that was taken out last
year. What they did was to balance it over the two years in a way as to not to make the first
year higher during an election year. The $215,000 that is now being added to our tax levy
from this bond increase. We need to get by this $215,000 before it will level out at a
manageable amount. This figure amounts to 7.65% of the tax increase. The rest is for the
police pension fund. This increase will be seen on our tax bills one year from now. The rest
of the increase is due to the Police Pension Fund which is 2.48% and represents a 69,882
increase. The legal budget is $210,000 and it is a normal amount in comparison to previous
years and adjoining communities.

Penny Gibas of 4425 Wisconsin, remarked on the annual report and the $6,335,120 bond
proceeds and the Resident’s Christmas Party.

Bea Callahan, 4126 Grove, questioned Trustee Lazansky about the Midway Noise monitor.

There being no further business, Trustee Lazansky moved, duly seconded by Trustee Walik
that the meeting be adjourned. Upon which the Board adopted the motion at 7:39 p.m.

There was the Chicago Police equestrian unit,
bag pipes, and fire engines. There were some 3,000 officers in uniform standing at
attention. Chief Kretch went on to say that when we have our upgraded radio equipment
we will be able to use reverse 911 and notify the residents of what would be happening in
the village. The web site, www. stickneypolice.com will also be a resource for information.
Our communications officer is working on this site everyday building it. There will
eventually be a calendar that will allow a particular date to be clicked on to see activity that
has happened on that date.

Sergeant Weisman gave a presentation on the newly purchased semi-automatic assault
rifles. The original 12-gage long gun was displayed and explained. The M-16 rifle was
presented along with its functions. The newly acquired Rock River Arms rifle was
introduced to the audience. The benefits were given. This weapon will be mounted in the
police cars. We were reminded that gangs us AK-47s. Officers who want to be trained will
be trained in the use of this weapon.

Penny Gibas of 4425 Wisconsin asked how many were purchased. She was told that three
were purchased at a cost of $850 each. Sergeant Weisman told us that it was quite a deal
considering that a patrol rifle usually sells for $1200.

Joseph Lopez reported that they will start sweeping the alleys at the end of this week. They
are also picking up the garbage a little earlier because they want to focus Thursdays and
Fridays to other maintenance in the Village. The Friday prior to the 4t of July will be a
holiday for the village workers. They may change the yellow painted surfaces to florescent
green in the future. The handicapped curbs have been painted blue extending them to 21
feet from the previous 14 feet. We learned that this paint can be removed with a power
washer.

Fire Chief Meyer reported that the funds obtained during their Muscular Dystrophy
collection amounted to $4880.76. The firemen personally added the difference to make
their goal of $5000. This money goes to the summer camp for children with burns. They
had an emergency call to Water Reclamation where a man fell 25 feet into one of the
holding tanks. They took him to the hospital where he was found to be severely injured.

Police Chief Joe Kretch gave the police department web site location of
www.stickneypolice.com and to look for the blotter portion for up-to-date information
about the activities in the department. Bret is the web master who is also working on the
fire department web site. We have just received two new squad cars which are black and
white.

Village Supervisor Joe Lopez displayed three sheets of tree trimming requests. The
trimming is being done by our public works employees instead of an outside contractor.
Mr. Lopez also told of the sewer televising on Euclid and how they found a significant
amount of tree roots blocking the 12-inch main.

CLERKS REPORT: Information was provided concerning the Census 2010. An
announcement was made concerning the September 11, Mount Auburn recognition
luncheon for police and fire personnel. An interesting fact was given about 36,000 vehicles
traveling daily through Stickney on Harlem Avenue. Of that, 2,950 are trucks.

TRUSTEE REPORTS:

Trustee Mares gave an update about his public service announcement about the drug drop-
off program. He checked into a recommendation that Osco will take back old drugs. He
learned that they only recycle the plastic containers and the drugs are disposed of. His
concern is that the drugs will end up in the sewer system or garbage. A Parks & Recreation
update was given concerning the Haunted Hayride on October 17, from 6:30 to 9:30 p.m.
He was looking for volunteers. He noted that actors were needed. Contact should be made
through the Parks & Recreation department.

Trustee Morelli moved to accept the Treasurer’s Report for the month of June 2009, duly
seconded by Lazansky.

Upon the roll call, the following Trustees voted:

President O’Reilly declared the motion carried.

Trustee Schimel gave an update on the housing report. The house located at 4207
Gunderson was demolished by the banker. We will be going after the legal fees. There is
some dispute over that. It will soon be up for sale. Dave Schmidt made the final inspection
at 3924 Grove. This is where there were previously two houses on the lot. The house on
the front was condemned and demolished. Everything was then reverted to single family.
There have been a couple of offers on this. At the house located at 3913 Home the judge
issued an order to demolish the home and also recover all our legal fees. We have a 30-day-
window to start the demolition. The thirty-day-window expired yesterday. The demolition
and asbestos abatement will commence on the 24t, There is a home located at 6944 40t
Street. The banker has agreed to demolish it. There is a sale pending on this. He referred
to the Coyote Club demolition order and the 90-day-window to demolish it. That was two
years ago. A change is now being applied to future demolition orders such as 6944 40t
Street. If they haven't satisfied the demolition within the time ordered, there will be a $250
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per day fine applied. The Coyote Club is the only one that is outstanding. Attorney Steve
Adatto explained that the attorney’s are fighting the judgment. The judge does not want to
take away property and demolish it without due process in court. We will be back in court
within 21 days. Everything should be filed by then. The judge could give a trial date if
needed. This could cause more fees passed on to the owner. Trustee Schimel warned that
there are easily another five homes that could take the place of this current list that could be
demolished.

Trustee Zeedyk informed us that the stump removal is almost completed. A couple of
additional stumps were discovered. A woman in the audience notified the Trustee of one on
her property located at 6423 41st,

DEPARTMENT REPORTS:

Deputy Fire Chief John Babinec gave a special report on the E-911 upgrade. He provided a
lengthy history of the 1990 inception until today. The agreement with the vendor and the
Village was signed on August 18. Trustee Lazansky questioned the availability and
compatibility of parts into the future. Babinec responded that they will be.

Police Chief Joe Kretch reported that they have just completed an upgrade on the police
department server. It has nothing to do with the 911 system. It is used as a writing system
and was at capacity and ran out of hard-drive space. The age was also a factor. The two
black and white squad cars are now cruising the neighborhood.

Public Works Supervisor Joe Lopez informed us that Bluder’s Tree Service will be working
in the village to cut the tall tree branches that public works couldn’t reach.

AUDIENCE QUESTIONS:

Penny Gibas of 4425 Wisconsin remarked on better patrolling of Haley Park. She also
questioned the older youths from Cicero and Berwyn that frequent the park monopolizing
it. Mrs. Gibas had concerns over parents not allowing their 9-10 year olds to go to the park
because of the situation. Someone has checked the Berwyn and Cicero vehicle stickers of
the cars. Trustee Mares remarked that the court is open to the public. He suggested that a
sign could be put up saying that if there are people waiting, the court should be split up to
play two games. Mrs. Gibas questioned the Life Newspaper article pertaining to graffiti on
garages. She wanted to know if it has been taken care of and if someone was arrested for it.
President O’Reilly remarked on the first news article that appeared since our administration
and that the graffiti was removed within the ordinance mandated 10 days. There are no
leads at this time of who did this. Mrs. Gibas went on to ask if someone was arrested at
recent fight which included stabbing and if it was gang related. Police Chief Kretch replied
that four youths were arrested and it was not gang related.

Rick Kucera of 4342 S. Wenonah wanted to know if the village web site is being updated. He
suggested going to the local school computer clubs for assistance. President O’'Reilly
responded that we have someone working on it. Mr. Kucera addressed an ongoing issue
with a neighbor with barking dogs. Chief Kretch suggested that he call and ask to talk to a
supervisor if he is not happy with the response. Mr. Kucera then suggested that we start up
the Neighborhood Watch program again.
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There being no further business, Trustee Lazansky moved, duly seconded by Trustee
Zeedyk that the meeting be adjourned. Upon which the Board adopted the motion at 7:34
p.m.

A Special Session of the Board of Trustees of the Village of Stickney was called to order by President
Daniel A. O’'Reilly on Thursday, October 29, 2009 at 7:04 p.m. for the purpose of a Committee of the
Whole meeting in the Stickney Village Hall, 6533 W. Pershing Road, Stickney, Illinois.

Upon roll call, the following Trustees were present: Trustee Lazansky, Mares, Morelli, Walik,
Schimel and Zeedyk.

The purpose of the meeting is to listen to a presentation by Ernst and Young concerning the
proposed Tax Increment Financing area (TIF).

There were two (2) residents present in the audience.
A notice of the meeting was posted in the Village Hall Lobby on October 21, 2009.

The representative from Ernst and Young conducted the informative hearing by giving a step-by-
step explanation on how a TIF is identified and qualified. The State of Illinois has set standards for
a TIF. He described what a blighted area is. He then explained what a conservation area is. Both
would qualify for a type of TIF. After this is accomplished an Eligibility Report is issued. The
Eligibility Report is then presented to the Village. An Ordinance would be voted on after the board
agrees with the Eligibility Report and finds no inconsistency with state law and we if wish to
proceed. The next step is for notices to go out to the property owners involved and the local taxing
district that the area will become a TIF. In addition, the school districts, the township and the
county are notified. They have already talked to the attorneys from Cicero. Notices need to be
posted for a public hearing. The Village Board needs to wait for two full weeks prior to holding this
meeting.

A brief explanation was given concerning the bonds that would finance the TIF. The
redevelopment agreement will specify the amount that the Village would need to provide by
obtaining a bond. There is a “G 0”- backed bond that means that the “good faith of the Village”.
This means that if the project is delayed, and if there are payments that need to be made, it would
come from the Village bond. There is another type of bond that is called a TIF Revenue Bond. This
is where the Village says to the developer that we are pledging these funds to you only if they are
collected and are no risk to the Village. He further explained that that type of bond is more difficult
to market. Further discussion was made on this subject.

The area involved with the TIF was described. There are five properties involved in the area that
borders Cicero Avenue, Pershing Road, Hawthorne Race Course and Laramie Avenue. A small map
was distributed to the Board. An explanation was given on how relocation would be offered to the
businesses involved.
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Tom Walsh, the developer, addressed the Board. He explained that they have met with the Cook
County Assessor’s office investigating the property tax numbers involved with the TIF area. He
further explained that some delay was met because of Hawthorne Race Course and their wish to not
be involved with this particular TIF.

Various questions were asked by the board, a member of the audience and the Village attorney.
Stanley Kusper asked what the time table would be. It appears that it would be January or February
before anything is done.

There being no further business, Trustee Lazansky moved, duly seconded by Trustee Zeedyk, that

the meeting be adjourned. Upon which, said Board of Trustees adopted the motion at 7:48 p.m.
and President O’Reilly declared the motion carried and the meeting adjourned.

A Special Session of the Board of Trustees of the Village of Stickney was called to order by
President Daniel A. O’Reilly on Tuesday, December 29, 2009 at 11:03 a.m. for the purpose of
a Committee of the Whole meeting in the Stickney Village Hall, 6533 W. Pershing Road,
Stickney, Illinois.

The following Trustees were present: Trustee Lazansky, Mares, Morelli, Walik and Schimel.
Trustee Zeedyk was absent.

The purpose of the meeting was to discuss and gather information on the following:
Home/office occupations in our Village; to further discuss Ordinance 2009-34 concerning
new findings involving downspouts; to discuss ideas on future revenue sources.

There was no audience in attendance.
A notice of the meeting was posted in the Village Hall Lobby on December 23, 2009.

A list was presented to each trustee of all the Illinois Department of Revenue businesses that
live in Stickney. There are 100 of those listed that do not have a business license in the
Village. Trustee Schimel questioned if businesses located on Metropolitan Water
Reclamation District property or on the east side of our Village are paying taxes that go to
Stickney. Trustee Schimel provided historical information on maintaining the integrity of
our single-family community by monitoring non-conforming uses. He also did some
research on a couple of the businesses listed and what they do.

President O’'Reilly gave an example of what Berwyn, Cicero and Lyons do in licensing in-
house businesses. He felt that we should change the current ordinance and make it right.

Trustee Mares gave opinions on allowing people to run their in-house businesses that follow
the prohibited rules. It allows the people to stay in the Village.

Attorney Stanley Kusper recommended that a new ordinance be written that addresses a
home occupation business. He said that Chicago’s ordinance is very stringent. There should
be a variance on businesses. There will be strong verbiage in a new ordinance. A consensus
was received to go forward.

The subject of downspouts was continued.

Trustee Schimel gave historical information on the ordinance that was passed in 2005.
There have been approximately 20 newsletters distributed over the years that address the
mandates spelled out in the ordinance. He explained a conversation he had with Morton
Grove Supervisor, Ed Helebrandt. There was a letter presented that explains the ordinance
that Morton Grove has on disconnecting downspouts. We were not able to find any evidence
concerning the mandate of December 2010 as the deadline to do this.
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Trustee Lazansky produced correspondence dated January 24, 2006 that was given to each
trustee. This was a survey from the Metropolitan Water Reclamation District on water
involving sewer and flooding issues. President O’Reilly then referred to a letter written by
the Metropolitan Water Reclamation District on November 16, 2009. This letter was in
response to a request made by our building inspector David Schimdt. He wanted an
explanation to the downspout requirements. We have now learned that, “for existing
buildings, the District does not require that existing downspouts or roof drains be
disconnected from storm or combined sewer systems and discharge onto the ground, but
encourages it where practicable. “

President O’Reilly felt that we would be at fault by not changing this ordinance based on the
information that we now know.

Attorney Stanley Kusper recommended that a preamble be included with the revised
Ordinance 2009-34 that states: Based on information recently received from the
Metropolitan Water Reclamation District it has been determined that mandatory provisions
and mandates contained in the previous ordinance be deleted and new provision
substituted therefore.

The next discussion was held on ideas for possible resources for revenue.

Trustee Fred Schimel gave some background on the utility tax. He noted that $36,000 was
the tax on the first month of the electric utility tax for the Metropolitan Water Reclamation
District. They refused to pay it. We learned from Attorney Stanley Kusper that a taxing body
cannot tax a taxing body.

Trustee Lazansky gave his original feelings prior to voting for the utility tax in 2005.

Grants have been applied for ever since we took office. President O’Reilly has submitted two
requests for a Federal Water Shed Grant for the water main on East Avenue. President
O’Reilly said that we are expecting money to do another two to six streets depending on
funding from the state.

A lengthy discussion was held on various revenue sources to keep our Village moving
forward without raising our property taxes.

President O’Reilly then reminded the Trustees of the Police Pension Fund requirements by
the Village. He told them that the Village is mandated to make up the losses seen in their
fund due to the economy. A lengthy explanation was given to our responsibility.

The board will study all possibilities in the near future, including the possibility of cutting
expenses on the next budget.

Trustee Lazansky moved, duly seconded by Trustee Mares to adjourn this meeting at 12:33
p.m.

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS:

Fire Chief Meyer reminded the audience to change their batteries in their smoke and carbon dioxide

He also reminded us of the road construction on Cicero Avenue between 39" and 40",
The railroad tracks are involved.
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Police Chief Kretch reported that it was a rather quiet Halloween in the town. Although, there was
a minor rash of car burglaries on the Westside of town over the last couple of days. They were
breaking windows to get to the radios. Other near-by communities experienced the same sort of
crime.

Chief Kretch read a letter sent to Sergeant Jazak concerning the Illinois Department of
Transportation Speed Enforcement Program which took place from October 2008 to June 2009.
The program allowed officers to voluntarily work overtime assignments with the sole purpose of
enforcing traffic laws, in particular speed limit violations. The program was a success considering
the following: 372 total tickets issued, 271 speeding tickets, 48 insurance violations, 32 suspended
license violations, 2 outstanding warrants, and 18-$250 tows. In total, the Stickney Police
Department received $9,405.50 in reimbursement from the State of Illinois for this program. The
Stickney Police Department didn’t incur any costs.

PUBLIC WORKS: Joe Lopez informed us that all the new signs are up for snow removal and
street sweeping. The leaf pickup last week was terrible due to the rain and wind. This week should
be better. They will not be working on November 11 due to Veteran’s Day.

AUDIENCE QUESTIONS:

Bea Callahan of 4126 S. Grove had comments for public works and the newsletter. We did hear a
response from Joe Lopez that he has employees working a split-shift to save on overtime.

Penny Gibas of 4425 S. Wisconsin questioned the annual treasurer’s report. President O’Reilly
informed her that changes in the fees or fines were due to surrounding communities charging far
more than we were. She also made a comment on parks and recreation.

There being no further business, Trustee Lazansky moved, duly seconded by Trustee Walik that the

meeting be adjourned. Upon which, said Board of Trustees adopted the motion at 7:22 p.m. and
President O’Reilly declared the motion carried and the meeting adjourned.

Mr. Carey of the Hawthorne Race Track also spoke about his interest in
developing the race track and the surrounding area.
