Contest in the Village.  After doing the judging we came down to six finalists.  We could not 
come up with a winner.  Therefore, we invited all six to attend this meeting.  A drawing was 
conducted with Lindsey Zeedyk drawing the names from a bag.  The first place prize of a 
$50 Menards gift card went to 4001 Oak Park Avenue.  The second place prize of a $25  
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Menards gift card went to 4200 Scoville.  Trustee Mares reported that there are more 
people decorating.   
 
CLERK REPORT: A thank you note was read from Irene Heroldt, President of the Thursday 
Stickney Senior Club.  She thanked President O’Reilly and the Village Board for the check.  
Another thank you note was read from Shirley Kocian, President of the Wednesday Stickney 
Senior Club.  She thanked President O’Reilly on behalf of her officers and members for the 
check. 
 
A thank you letter was sent to Trustee Walik from Operation Support Our Troops, Illinois 
Inc.  This letter was in response to “Support Our Troops” donations organized by Trustee 
Walik.  The donations allow this organization to send an average of one hundred packages a 
week to those serving in Iraq and Afghanistan.   
 


TRUSTEE REPORTS:  Trustee Lazansky remarked on home surveillance cameras.  He 
addressed the wonderful programs put on by the Stickney-Forest View Library during their 
75th Anniversary Year.   
 
Trustee Mares referred to the Casino Bus Trip on January 22, 2011. Currently there are 35 
people registered with room for an additional 15 more.     


Trustee Walik thanked the people for their donations to the troops. He also mentioned the 
volunteers who helped the cause.  In particular he thanked Police Officer Corporal Ortiz, 
Communications Supervisor Brent Tureson, Deputy Chief Figueroa, Officers Collins and 
Garcia. 


Trustee Zeedyk thanked public works for the fine job they have been doing.  He informed us 
that he is working with a representative of Home School to make some needed changes in 
parking in the vicinity of the school.   


DEPARTMENT REPORTS:    Fire Chief Meyer reminded people to be careful while walking 
around in this weather.  There have been a few severe falls where people have broken 
bones and hips.  On Friday, December 17, a fire was reported on Oak Park Avenue.  It was a 
house located at the back of the lot.  The heat and heavy smoke caused the road to be closed 
down.  Back-up equipment was sent by Cicero.  A primary search was conducted and the 
family dog was found to be a victim of the fire.   A determination by the investigation of the 
point of origin was that smoking was the cause of this fire.  Our department has four 
certified arson investigators and, in addition, we called in help from the surrounding towns 
because of their years of experience.  The insurance company recognized the fine work the 
fire fighters accomplished in fighting this fire.  Additional procedures were explained by 
Chief Meyers.  The unfortunate result of any fire is the loss of belongings and, in this case, a 
family pet. 
 
Deputy Police Chief Figueroa informed us that the Village of Stickney had received a 
$1,100.00 grant from the Illinois Liquor Control Commission to reduce youth access to 
Tobacco.  These funds were used to establish a comprehensive educational and 
enforcement program addressing minimum-age tobacco laws.  The Commission awards $1 
million in grants to communities that are willing to implement its Tobacco Enforcement 
Program.  Those participating communities are required to provide retail education to its 
retailers prior to implementing the enforcement component.  All tobacco retailers received  
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the Commission’s Tobacco Retailer Kit and written notification of the department’s 
involvement in this initiative.  A warning was included in the notification that their business 
would be subject to random compliance checks. 
 
The first of three rounds of compliance checks was conducted on all tobacco retailers within 
the community.  A total of six tobacco retailers were inspected and two were found to be in 
violation of the law by selling tobacco to a minor.   
 
Information was provided at a Stickney-Forest View Library program that was conducted 
last week.  It was conducted by Sgt. Richard Jaczak and Corporal Cruz Ortiz.  The library 
staff, particularly youth services, requested information from the Stickney Police on gang 
awareness and general public safety practices.  It was well received. 
 
Public Works Supervisor gave a snow report. 
 
Treasurer Kurt Kasnicka announced that the Village Hall will be closed for the Christmas 
holiday on December 23 and 24.  The office will be closed on December 31 for New Years.

Since that has 
happened, there have been questions about overcrowding in homes.  He related to a Cicero 
Federal Government law suit ruling that claimed it was discriminatory to limit the amount 
of people living in a home.    We don’t know what is actually going on in private dwellings.  
During this particular fire, oxygen tanks that were used by an inhabitant in the home 
exploded and went through a wall and injured a firefighter.   This firefighter is still in the 
hospital. 
 


Police Chief Kretch spoke about the parking tickets and reported that 95% to 96% of the 
residents understand the parking regulations.  The remaining 5% still do not understand it.  
His goal is not to write any tickets.  It is not his intention to use this to make money.  
Ordinance Officer Torres and he are taking heated phone calls about the tickets given out.  
The police department is using the reverse 911 system to contact people when it snows on 
the days they usually have street sweeping.   
 


Public Works Supervisor, Joe Lopez announced that we had nine plus inches of snow last 
week.  There were equipment failures on a few of our trucks.  The repairs were quickly 
made.  In addition, he personally contacted the Illinois State supervisor named Frank about 
complaints received over the plowing of Pershing Road.

AT&T will pay for the cost of landscaping and be responsible for the first three 
waterings and then the responsibility of on-going maintenance would be on the village.  The 
plant material will be guaranteed for one year, provided the village adequately maintains 
the vegetation.  Option 3, would provide the village a stipend of $1500.00 for each cabinet 
constructed in the village.  The village would assume all responsibility for the plantings and 
on-going maintenance of those sites.   
 
Trustee Morelli moved, duly seconded by Trustee Lazansky to agree to Option 1 of the 
Landscape Agreement with AT&T for the landscaping of the areas around the Lightspeed 
Cabinets they are installing in various areas of the Village.

An alert Lyons officer recognized a taxi cab in the area and pulled it over in front of the 
Berwyn Fruit Market.  The offender climbed over the seat and placed a knife to the throat of 
the driver telling him not to stop.  He did stop and the offender was apprehended.  Riverside 
also helped in the incident.

The e-mail and phone numbers were given 
out.  She included the comment that “It Works” in her statement. 
 


TRUSTEE REPORTS:  Trustee Lazansky concurred with the clerk that the disaster assistance 
has helped his son.  He gave a personal thank you to those involved with the Veteran’s Day 
ceremony, especially the American Legion.  He extended his personal Thanksgiving 
greeting.     
 
Trustee Mares referred to the colorful flyer that was mailed advertising the Christmas Party 
registration, the Casino Bus Trip on January 22, 2011 and the Chili Cook-off on November 
21.  There are additional copies in the lobby.  There are about 12 people already signed up 
for the Casino Bus Trip and currently six people registered that will be cooking Chili. 


Trustee Morelli gave the fire department report for the month of October.  They responded 
to a total of 115 calls, 64 fire and service related calls and 51 ambulance calls.  In 2010 there 
has been a response of 1488 calls. 
 
Trustee Schimel remarked on the property tax bills that were recently received.  He took 
many calls from people complaining about the bills.  It appears that the average increase is 
$350 to $500.   Three of his senior citizen neighbors lost their senior freeze.  They did fill 
out the form but still lost the freeze.  This amounted to $1100 to $6,000 more on their taxes.  
The clerk reminded Trustee Schimel that the senior freeze must now be filled out annually.  
Trustee Schimel elaborated on the property value on his own bill just one year ago stated 
that it was $150,000.   Currently the property value on his bill is $217,000.  He knows that 
there is no property on his block that is valued at that amount.  He then continued to explain 
that the increase in the value offset the state multiplier that is now 10% whereas it was 
16% last year.  His plan is to have his home appraised by a couple of realtors.  He felt that he 
will appeal his taxes before the board of appeals.   
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Trustee Walik thanked the people for their donations to the troops.  This year it amounted 
to 1,200 pounds of product.  It was delivered on November 6.    


DEPARTMENT REPORTS:    Fire Chief Meyer reminded people to be careful using turkey 
fryers. 
 
Police Chief Joe Kretch informed us that the police department will be involved in an 
interoperability drill with other police departments in the area.  Chicago, Cicero, and 
Berwyn will be involved.  The potential situation will involve several jurisdictions including 
the canal and the coast guard.  The main idea is to see how we coordinate with one another.  
We were told that we currently operate on different radio frequencies and different 
channels.  We learned that during 9/11 that we could not communicate with other 
departments.  The county, through Homeland Security, provided radios to every 
department that we lease from them.  It has a interop channel whereas we are all on the 
same channels.  The plan for the drill is to hold a mock armed robbery.  They are to test for 
coordination and communications and see how it goes down.  This is a way to work out the 
bugs.  It is expected to take place on December 4, 2010 starting in the area of 35th and 
Larmie.   
 
Jeff Boyajian reported for public works that there will be a shortened workweek next week 
due to the Thanksgiving holiday.  The normal recycling schedule will be moved up to 
Wednesday.  Letters will be sent out to the residents informing them of the change. 
 
Treasurer Kurt Kasnicka announced that the proposed tax levy will be considered at the 
Regular Board Meeting on December 7.  The proposed total levy is estimated at $3,170,154 
for the General Fund, the Police Pension Fund and the Bond & Interest Fund.  The overall 
increase is 2.2% with a 0% in the General Fund so there is no increase at all.  There is an 
increase for the Police Pension fund and a nominal increase for the Bond & Interest Fund.  
We were also reminded that the Village Hall will be closed on Thanksgiving and the day 
after. 
 
There being no further business, Trustee Lazansky moved, duly seconded by Trustee Walik 
that the meeting be adjourned.  Upon which the Board adopted the motion at 7: 28 p.m.

President O’Reilly informed the audience that the purpose of this meeting was to discuss the 


redevelopment of the Kidde Park on 42
nd


 and Oak Park.  In then introduced the architect, 


John Vann of LandTech Architecture. 


 


All people in the audience were asked to register their attendance. 


 


Mr. Vann then explained that he is principal and owner of LandTech Landscape 


Architecture.  This is a park and recreation design firm that has practiced in the State of 


Illinois for 28 years.  His firm is registered with the State of Illinois as a landscape architect.  


He is working with us to try to assist us in obtaining some state financial assistance in redoing 


the Kidde Park or Tot Lot.   


 


Trustee Mares had contacted Mr. Van to bring the Kidde Park back up to a condition the 


Village would be proud of.  There is a need for some creative rejuvenation on this dated park.  


He explained that he plans to gets the entire child involved in their play activity.  There 


should be things to touch, spin, have things to run around and use their brains. 


 


The main reason he is here is the funding from the State of Illinois.  He explained the 


following:  (Both programs are run by the Illinois Department of Natural Resources) 


 


The first one is the Park and Recreation Construction Program which was authorized by the 


General Assembly a few months ago.   It allows for a 75% match.  The Village is responsible 


for 25% of the cost.  The deadline is November 29, 2010.   


 


The second one is the Open Space Acquisition Development Fund which is an annual 


program.  This is a 50/50 program.  


 


These grants can be applied for multiple times if the first time fails. 


 


This meeting is to provide public information about why we are doing this, what we are 


trying to do and get feedback from the public.  The company will submit a concept that is 


very close to what they will be doing.  There will be an effective cost.  There is a variable that 


will allow changes to the concept.  This concept is part of the grant process.  There are many 


communities that have been successful in accomplishing this.

The park is approximately 89 x 90 feet.  There will be a complete face lift of that park.  The 


chipped tires are buried and the equipment doesn’t meet today’s standards.  We will start 


over and make things attractive and new.  We were shown a conceptual drawing of the 


proposed park.  A new entrance will be closer to the library parking lot.  A sidewalk will be 


closer to the library and landscaping will be kept near the closest resident at the northeast 


corner.  The focal feature will be in corner near the library.  There will be a complete small 


ribbon sidewalk around the entire park.  All this is under the ADA requirements.  Beyond 


that is the new playground area.  There will be a small shelter and a sand/water play area.  


Where there will be a fabric liner and drainage.  It will be about one foot in depth.  There 


already is a water source available.  He elaborated on the interactive play accomplished with 


this feature.  There will be flat limestone rocks near the sand/play area to sit on.  He enforced 


the fact that these are safely included in the park.   


 


The small 16 foot square shelter will accommodate a small picnic table….maybe two.  This 


would supply some shade.   


 


We are looking at four new swings.  Two will be bucket swings and two will be belt swings.  


There will be two potential spring-riders.  The play structure will be 40 x 20 feet.  They are 


looking for an upper and lower body strength structure.  A final design could be adapted 


after the grant is received. 


  


Mr. Van then explained the landscaping.  He wants to bring in some grasses and lower trees 


on the perimeters.  Security will be kept as the main concept of the plan.  Some low berms 


could be considered.  Consideration of the park maintenance will be in order.  He wants to 


soften the look of the park.  He wants to disguise the fence. 


 


Trustee Lazansky asked about how much grant money is available.  He was told that the for 


the Park Grant that is due on November 29, there is a total sum of $25 million.  Originally 


this was part of a larger bill passed of $150 million but they only sold $25 million in bonds.  


There is some speculation that they may have another one if the $150 million is sold.  It is 


unsure when and if it will take place. 


 


The other grant is funded in July and is approximately $20 million.  This year it was lower 


because it is funded by the real estate transfer tax.  We all know that there were fewer 


property transfers.  This grant is the 50/50.  The fund is at $10 or $11 million awarded this 


year. 


 


He finally responded that he felt we could see $180,000 to $200,000 cost for the park.  This 


would be all the grading, equipment, everything.   


 


Trustee Mares reminded us that there still is some open areas in this park that could be 


added to at a later date. 


 


We learned about the construction of the material that will be used.  The products are heavy 


duty construction material that will last a long time and no material will be so hot to burn 


legs. 
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Trustee Lazansky asked about the longevity of the equipment.  We were told that 15 years is 


typical.  Part of the grant application will include that our current equipment has outlived its 


normal life and safety requirements.  Maintenance of equipment is near to nothing.  He 


suggested that observation should be done at least once a week.   They will have to redress the 


sand area, look for graffiti, equipment disruptions and address any safety issues.   


 


The safety surfaces of the playground were then discussed.  What is working today is finely 


ground up rubber.  It is very expensive with no maintenance.  It is a unitary rubber service.  


You could also do tiles.  He didn’t recommend that.  That has a life expectancy of 10 years or 


so.  After that you would have to top it off.  The other material that is being included in the 


pledge is a processed wood fiber that has to go through screens.  It has to meet a certain 


defined size.  It meets the excessive-surface standards.  Someone will need to maintain the 


surface by topping it off or readdress the wear/use patterns. Both are a safe surface you can 


count on.  He uses both products.  The rubber is six times more expensive.  The wood chips 


would be $1,000 every two years to replenish the park.   


 


The following answers were given to questions:  A question was raised over termites in the 


chips.  Mr. Vann will look into it.  He did acknowledge that this product is being used all over 


the area.  The fencing on the play equipment will be aluminum or steel that is powder coated 


with the surface paint.  It will not flake off.  Graffiti will be removed with special solvents.  He 


is looking for the appropriate balance of what is fun and what needs to be plastic and what 


isn’t.  The plastic can take a beating.  The present fencing might be replaced.  The front fence 


might be more ornamental in appearance.  It is up to the Village as to what they want.  The 


shelter is made out of steel.  Graffiti comes off with a paint remover.  The roof will be kept up 


high.   


 


Trustee Mares reminded us that a tree that was donated by the Kadolph family in memory of 


Betty Kadolph will be kept safe and secure in this park.

He gave a police department technology report on the car-installed 
computers.  Our CAD, computer aided dispatch, is working out well in the couple of cars 
they are installed in.  When you call 911, or the police department, the dispatcher types out 
the message and it can be seen instantly on the screens in the cars prior to actually  
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hearing the message on the radio.  We also have GPS in the cars and we know where the 
cars are at any given moment.  He used an example of an officer who got out of his car and 
was communicating on his hand-held radio.  His reception was breaking up but the 
dispatcher could have known his location based on a GPS.

During a consented search of the 


vehicle a fully loaded 357 magnum revolver was found.  The driver, who was a convicted 


felon who had served time for armed robbery, was taken into custody and charged with 


felony unlawful possession of a weapon.   


 On August 25, a resident reported to police that someone representing PB Disaster 


Services who works for FEMA came to her home to conduct an inspection of her recent flood 


damage.  He didn’t have proper identification.  It was later discovered that he was indeed 


representing FEMA but had forgot his identification.  The resident was frightened by this 


event but did the right thing in reporting it to police. 


 Last week a drug investigation was conducted.  The “buy bust” resulted in the subject 


taken into custody quickly and charged with possession of a controlled substance with intent 


to deliver.

 Three of our Telecommuicators have recently undergone training for 


Telecommunicator 1-A Certification Status through the APCO Institute.   


 There were no disturbances, fights or problems of any kind during Family Day.  There 


were a couple of children who needed to be reunited with their parents. 


 The Stickney Police and Fire Fighters Associations are sponsoring a September 11, 


Memorial Blood Drive  this Saturday from 9:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. at the Fire House. 


 


Public Works Supervisor Joe Lopez reminded us that their regular schedule was altered due 


to the holiday on Monday.

Tomorrow we 


need to file the initial assessment for the residents. With this information being sent, we are 


hoping to receive Presidential Disaster Declaration and thus receive financial aid. 


 


Information was also posted on our website from Stickney Township Health Department on 


health risks from the flooding which included the following: tips as clean up continues, also if 


you’ve been exposed to flood water you should receive a tetanus vaccination. Monitor your 


health for the next few weeks. If you experience any symptoms such as headaches, poor 


appetite, fever, lethargy, you should seek medical attention. 


 


Trustee Lazansky reported that unfortunately there is no money available for the sound 


proofing for Edison School due to airplane traffic out of Midway Airport.  The decibal level 


should be at 60 and we are at 52.9.  Any money that was available went to charter/magnet 


schools.

ComEd sent a 
notice of their intent to raise their delivery service rate.  If approved by the Illinois 
Commerce Commission, the proposal would raise the average $86 residential bill 
approximately 7% or less than $6 per month.

Police Chief Kretch informed us that two or three officers will be sent for Evidence 
Technician  training.  The department previously had a Tech Unit in place then years ago.  In 
the past ten years the State or Cook County Tech Units had to be called out.  If there was a 
garage or residential burglary they would come out to lift finger prints or examine for 
evidence.  This is something that was done in the ‘90’s and can be done in-house.  With the 
budget cut-backs in the state and county, it takes longer to get an evidence technician to 
come out.  It may require that we have to sit at the crime scene for a few hours waiting.  It 
requires dusting for finger prints, collecting for evidence, noting tool mark impressions etc.  
Any bigger crimes, such as a murder, would require bringing in the State Police.  They do 
this on a full-time basis.  The officers would go to school for this in September.  In addition, 
Chief Kretch announced that some of the Cook County Stimulus Grant money has been 
coming in.  He said that they are in the process of upgrading some of their car computers, 
and inside computers….trying to get our equipment up-to-date.

Trustee Zeedyk mentioned that our parks are packed with people.  He suggested that speed 


should be maintained in the area of the parks.  He also recommended that people stay alert to 


unscrupulous activity and call it in to the police. 


 


DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS:  Fire Chief Larry Meyer remarked on the heavy rain we 


received.  He noted that the leaves were blown onto the sewers thus blocking the water from 


going down.  He thought it saved people from getting even more water in their basements.  


There were wires down in the Village and some people lost electricity for three days.  He said 


was a rough night for the fire department.  There was nothing serious that happened like 


someone getting killed or hurt. 
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Deputy Chief Figueroa reported that on July 4
th


 they received five calls concerning fireworks.  


Of those, three were from out-of-town.  There was a complaint signed against individuals by 


complaints going through our ordinance officer.  They had extra police on duty.  There was a 


two-man tactical unit out that was funded through the county.  We also had three auxiliary 


officers out on Sunday.  This made for a total of between five to seven officers out per shift.  


In the case of damages, there was a burning bush reported.   


 


Jeff Boyajian reported for public works.  Bluder Tree Service had 11 removals for trees that 


were damaged in the storms.  This also included the stump removal.  There were 41 different 


locations with dangerous limbs that were removed.  Jeff later added that on last Friday he 


had crews out to pick up flood debris from flooded basements.  It still looks like there is more.  


Because this is a short week due to the July 4
th


 holiday they are going to follow their normal 


schedule. 


 


Treasurer Kaznicka announced that the budget beginning May 1, 2010 and ending April 31, 


2011 is posted on the bulletin board.  The notice will be in the LIFE NEWSPAPER on July 8.  


What the notice will say is that the public meeting will be held on July 20, at 6:30 p.m. just 


prior to the regular Village Board Meeting at 7:00.   The Board will then have the 


opportunity to vote on the budget.  The budget is available for inspection on the bulletin 


board. 


 


AUDIENCE QUESTIONS:  Trustee Lazansky questioned during this time how many tickets 


were issued for non-compliance of vehicle stickers on July 1.  Deputy Chief Figueroa 


responded that there were 70 issued, 50 to residents and 20 for other vehicles that didn’t have 


stickers.  This was a definite decrease over previous years.  The office staff noted that more 


people came in to purchase their stickers.  Trustee Lazansky wondered if they check on the 


cars parked at the Jewel.  We learned that they are always looking throughout the town for 


cars without stickers.
