A notice from the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency was read
that announces that the West Cook Transfer Station is to open at 6201 W. Canal Bank
Road in Forest View.
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TRUSTEE REPORTS:
Trustee Lazansky summarized his past eight years on the board.

Trustee Mares provided information on the Easter Egg Hunt planned for April 23, at
Haley Park at 10:00. He clarified that fliers will be going out to the schools on April
20. He is considering doing away with pre-registration for this event. They are going
to ask for proof of residency in order to win one of the five Easter baskets that will be
raffled off. One ticket will be provided for each household registered for the raffle.
Additional information was provided about the casino bus trip scheduled for April
30. He will curtail registration on April 22. Last minute attendees could still board
the bus. There was significant information provided about a local scam going on in
the village. Contractors are approaching people door-to-door or when they are
outside their homes. They are informing people that their insurance company has a
deal going on and want to help the homeowners out. They are getting people to sign
some form of an application to get permission to get approval from the insurance
company. Before long an order of roofing shingles arrives at their homes. The
elderly homeowners are getting upset and scarred. The police department is
working on this as well as the insurance company. It was noted that these
contractors have not registered with the village for a solicitation permit. Another
resident complained about a personally addressed letter that came to her home
about her chimney needing tuck pointing. Finally, Trustee Mares thanked Trustee
Walik for spearheading the Earth Day cleanup. He thanked all the volunteers that
came out to help.

Trustee Morelli noted Trustee Lazansky’s final meeting and wished him the best.

Trustee Zeedyk reminded people that the auxiliary police park patrol will be starting
up. He asked that people to call the police if they see any suspicious activity. There is
no such thing as a stupid police call.

Trustee Walik informed us that there were 50 volunteers out for the Earth Day clean
up. He noted the various groups that were involved. There was a reminder of the
April 29t Arbor Day celebration. It will take place at 10:00 a.m. at Edison School and
11:00 a.m. at Home School.

Jeffery White
received 378 votes and James E. Lazansky received 347 votes.

TRUSTEE REPORTS: Trustee Morelli reported on the March 2011 Fire Department
activity. Calls: this includes 1 Fire & 5 Service related calls and 49 Ambulance calls, 5
automatic fire and trouble alarm calls, 14 mutual automatic aids calls, the total response for
2011 is 245.
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Trustee Morelli moved, duly seconded by Trustee Schimel to accept the treasurer’s report for
the months of January & February 2011.

Trustee Schimel announced that the Coyote Club was torn down yesterday. This was three
years in the making. There are two more court appearances. The first is this Friday to verify
that the building has been torn down. The next court appearance is to recoup the legal costs
involved by the Village. He then reported on the home values lost since 2007 and an addition
3% in the month of March. Foreclosures are still expected to continue.

Trustee Walik reminded us about the Earth Day activities on Saturday, April 9. We will
watch the weather for that day. On April 29, we will be involving both Village schools in the
Arbor Day activities. Each school will be planting a tree that is being donated by the Village.
There were 15 applications from residents to win a free tree from the Village. Trustee Walik
announced that all applicants will be receiving a free tree.

Trustee Zeedyk remarked on the Annual Stickney Police Report for 2010. It was work well
done in all the activity and accomplishments.

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS:

Fire Chief Meyer informed us of a fire department activity on April 13. Itis a full-scale
pharmaceutical drill. The health department and other agencies will be involved. The area
around St. Pius and the library on 43" and Oak Park will be congested during the hours of
9:00 to 1:00. The intent is to see how well they distribute drugs to 500 families in a mock
terrorist attack involving anthrax. The Federal Government is involved. There will be a
“City Watch” call to the area prior to the event.

Deputy Chief Figueroa presented the Stickney Police Department Annual Report for 2010 to
the Board of Trustees and interested parties. He went into great detail to explain the
achievements and goals of the department. The report provides comparatives of prior
Annual Reports. Great detail was provided over the training, upgrades, Records
Management Systems, technology, and the Computer Aided Dispatch system. Grants were
received and the used on five new laptop computers with mobile versions of the computer
aided dispatch system, a Automatic Vehicle Location system which utilizes a Global
Positioning Satellite system to improve officer safety by knowing their whereabouts at all
times. An additional grant was received from the Illinois Liquor Control Commission to
establish a comprehensive education and enforcement programs to reduce the illegal sale of
tobacco products to minors.

Training was and will continue to be a great focus for the Stickney Police Department. There
were 2425 training hours in 2010. So far this year there have been hundreds of hours already
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established. An example of only some of the training sessions were: National Standards
training for Police Department Telecommunications Staff as well as Fire Service
Communications, Field Training and Evaluation Program for probationary police officers,
Boot Camp for Sergeants, various on-line training courses, Management courses,
Investigation seminars, Evidence Technician resources, Use of Force for Sergeants and
Lieutenants and Tactical Officers Training.

The Stickney Police Department will have a posting on the web site of this and previous
year’s Annual Reports.

In addition: as a reminder, we were told that this is Organ Donor Month.

We also received the second payment of $26,000 from the Illinois Jobs
Bill bringing the total up to $53,398 with the Motor Fuel Tax for future roads.

At this time President O'Reilly introduced Arthur Rawers and Bud Nitka as
representatives of the American Legion. Mr. Rawers publically thank President
O’Reilly for his efforts and his board and administrators for the wonderful job that
was done with the first endeavor of “Welcoming Home” one of our veterans, Brad
Melgoza, on Sunday July 24, 2011. Mr. Rawers went on to say that this was done in
spite of the fact that the young man was from Forest View. Mr. Rawers remarked that
President O’'Reilly is the son of a veteran. Particular individuals such as Police Chief
Kretch, Fire Chief Meyer, Supervisor Lopez, and all other members of their
departments who went out of their way to welcome home this veteran were
mentioned by Mr. Rawers. A Gold Star accolade was given to Trustee Jeff Walik who
had been a spark plug in this endeavor from the very first meeting. Originally this
committee didn't know how they were going to pull off everything they were going to
do. Thanks were again given to President O’Reilly and his staff for making this work.
Mr. Rawers then introduced Bud Nitka who is the chairman of the Welcome Home
Committee. Mr. Nitka then went on to explain the events that took place on that
particular morning. The squads and fire equipment converged at O’Hare Airport
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where the departure area was blocked off for them by Chicago Police. The Chicago
Police escorted the veteran and his wife off the plane and brought him to them. On
the way home they picked up the motorcycle escorts. Their route home was
convenienced by police and fire personnel along the way. Upon their arrival they
found the Stickney and Riverside Fire Department who met them with their snorkels
up with the American Flags displayed. Their next meeting will be August 25, 2011 at
6:00 p.m.

CLERKS REPORT: A letter to Police Chief Joe Kretch was read from the Forest View
Director of Public Safety, Larry Brouk. He was thanking the police department and
fire department for their assistance in the welcoming home activities for Pfc. Bradley
Melgoza.

Information was provided from the Illinois Department of Revenue concerning the
2010 property tax equalization factor of 3.3000 for Cook County. In comparison the
2009 equalization factor was 3.3701.

TRUSTEE REPORTS: Trustee Mares announced the grand opening of Village of
Stickney Dog Park on Saturday, August 20, at 9:30 a.m. He wanted to thank President
O’Reilly for personally coming up with this idea. He went on to thank Trustees White
and Walik for doing the research on this park. Joe Lopez and Jeff Boyajian from
Public Works did significant work on the project such as adding fire hydrants to the
park.

This
program is in conjunction with the American Cancer Society. She has four people
signed up to participate. They will receive a make-up kit and demonstrations of
applying makeup and moisturizers.

Trustee Walik thanked American Legion members Arthur Rawers and Bud Nitka for
their hard work. He reminded people that this is a Stickney/Forest View Welcoming
Home Committee. Bud is from Forest View. Trustee Walik explained that this
committee started in March. They never knew if there would be a need for the
committee in one week or one year. Eventually more people became involved in the
committee such as the American Legion Women’s Auxiliary and residents. It was
mentioned that this welcoming home took place at 5:30 a.m. There was less than 24
hours notice to put the action in motion. It all turned out great.

The homeowner actually took a
nylon windbreaker to cover the pot. When that didn’t put it out the fire, he moved the
pot to the sink and put water on it. We were told that that worked but it was totally
unsafe. We were reminded that many fires are caused by animals. Very often food is
left on the stove and a dog that might be big enough could reach up there and actually
start a fire. The incident from last week might have actually been caused because
they left the pot on simmer and the oil eventually caught on fire. Because they were
embarrassed, the fire department wasn’t called until 10:00 a.m. They couple realized
that they needed a fire report for their insurance. The pictures were dramatic. Chief
Meyer summed up his story by enforcing that the operating smoke detector made the
difference. He then gave his wished for a safe happy holiday.
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Police Chief Kretch informed us that they have been working with the Cicero animal
control trying to catch the coyote that is living in the area of 44t and Wisconsin. A
trap from Cicero was set in the area. Trustee Schimel reported to the police that
someone vandalized the cage overnight by beating it with a pipe or a baseball bat.
The cage was destroyed. It was noted that several cans of cat food were found in the
area.

6:30 P.M. for the purpose of a Public Hearing in the Stickney Village
Hall, 6533 W. Pershing Road, Stickney, Illinois.

The purpose of the Public Hearing was to present the “Proposed Annual
General Appropriation for the Fiscal Year, beginning May 1, 2011 and
ending April 30, 2012.

The Clerk read the official notice of the public hearing as published in
the Suburban Life Publication on Wednesday, July 6, 2011.

The Clerk read the summary of the "Proposed Annual Budget and
Appropriations Ordinance 2011-16 for the Fiscal Year, beginning May 1,
2011 and ending April 30, 2012.

Treasurer, Kurt Kasnicka, made a statement explaining the process of
preparing the Appropriations Budget. He sat down with the Village
President, Clerk and all of the department heads to develop the budget.
They discuss what needs the departments have for the Village.

Worksheets were created to come up with the numbers we have. A review is
undertaken. All numbers are realistic. Trustee Jeff Walik is informed
of every step of the process. Mr. Kasnicka went on to explain that each
municipality has to pass a budget during the first three months of their
fiscal year which is May 1, to July 31. A notice of the budget hearing
must be placed in the newspaper. A public hearing must be held for the
proposed budget.

President O’'Reilly for the third year in a row we held the line in the
General Fund with a 0% (no) increase. This is the first time in the
last 20 years that the Village held the line on an increase for three
years in a row, without cutting services. Each department head addressed
their immediate needs and future needs. All those needs were covered
through the budget and grant applications. The Police Pension Fund has
a .21% increase and the Bond & Interest Fund has a .41% increase. The
overall effect is a .62% increase. This is less than 1%.

President O’Reilly went on to explain that with the upcoming Bond
Ordinance, the Bond Fund increases will be addressed through 2023.
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Trustee Schimel remarked that this budget was nice to review. He likes
it. He is pleased. He did question the new bonds. He wanted to know
about the cost for news bonds. Kurt Kasnicka responded that the costs
reflected in this budget are the current three bond issues that are
outstanding right now. The new bond issue is actually proposed. The
expected closing date on the new bond is early September. If the market
conditions hold up and we get to sell that bond, what it does is pay off
the previous bond issue. When we do our tax levy in

December, we will have the new numbers reflected. The little increase
we have in our bond and interest, it will be pretty much wiped out. The
county determines the bond issue is by what bond issues are filed with
the county.

Trustee Walik had no comment but thanked Treasurer Kasnicka.
There being no further business, Trustee Zeedyk moved, duly seconded by
Trustee Walik, that the meeting be adjourned. Upon which, said Board of

In addition, Trustee Zeedyk remarked on the excellent job being done by the auxiliary police.
He noted that they are now patrolling on foot at Haley Park. They are doing a great job out
there.

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS:

Fire Chief Meyer gave us information on the crack down on novelty lighters. A lot of the
states have already passed a ban on these lighters. The State Fire Marshall requested that
local fire departments do a spot check of local establishments that may be selling them. The
product looks like a toy and is attractive to a child who may accidently start a fire playing
with it. The lighter is made in China and could look like a small gun, cars etc. They did find
some of them being sold at a local establishment. A warning was given and they are to
remove the lighters. If they are found to continue to sell these lighters they could be fined
$500.

Deputy Chief Figueroa reported that during the month of May changes were made on how
the auxiliary police are utilized. Ordinarily they were to go from park to park and patrol and
spend 20 minutes of every hour at Haley Park. The changes now orchestrated see the
auxiliary force has a permanent officer stationed at Haley Park from 5:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m.

Monday through Friday. On Saturday and Sunday the time is 3:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. If
available, they will back up our full-time officers. The Haley Park officers interact with the
people visiting the park. Other duties performed by the Haley officers were to keep a record
of the parking on Grove Avenue every hour that they were there. They ran the plates and
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found that the eight to twelve vehicles found parking on Grove were actually Grove Avenue
residents. It was therefore determined that there was never a parking problem on Grove.

A report was given on a May 18, event that involved a Cicero vehicle involved in a
carjacking. This unbelievable event was described in detail. The offender was apprehended.
Our department had minimal involvement in the course of events. In spite of that, one of our
officers was slightly injured.

On May 24 & 25 with the assistance of the Stickney Police Association, a Pizza Party was held
for the Safety Patrol at Edison and Home School. One boy’s dedication was singled out
because he took his responsibility seriously even though his friends were playing basketball
only a few feet away. Chief Kretch thanked each group for their dedication and service to the
responsibility of their assignment. President O’Reilly attended the event and awarded each
student a coupon for free ice cream.

On May 31 and June 1 the Police and Fire Departments were invited to participate in the
field day activities at Edison School. One of the student activities was to throw dodge balls at
the police and fire department personnel that participated.

Deputy Chief Figueroa informed us of a presentation that will be given on June 14, 2011 by
the Morton College Massage Therapy Program. It will take place in the Village Hall Board
room 10:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m.

Public Works Supervisor Joe Lopez provided information about a possible report of the
Emerald Ash beetle. After having the tree inspected by our tree expert, it was found to be
invaded by a bulls head beetle. The tree was removed. A report was given by Jason Bruscato
on the Consumer Confidence Report on the public water supply. The report will be in the
mail to the residents by the end of this month.

Treasurer Kurt Kasnicka updated us on the vehicle sticker sale currently going on. Extended
Village Hall hours and days were given in detail.

There being no further business, Trustee Zeedyk moved, duly seconded by Trustee Walik
that the meeting be adjourned. Upon which, said Board of Trustees adopted the motion at
7:37 p.m. and President O’Reilly declared the motion carried and the meeting adjourned.

CLERK’S REPORT: A report was given on a notice sent by the Illinois Environmental
Protection Agency of a Lyons Recycling Center which will be located at 4226 S. Lawndale
Avenue in Lyons. It will handle Composting, Recycling/Reclamation, Landscape/Yard
Waste, Asphalt Shingles and General C & C.

TRUSTEE REPORTS: Trustee Lazansky addressed the board meeting by starting off by
referring to a previous member of the audience who used to ask questions pertaining to high
legal cost that were occurring. That woman is no longer out there. He asked for an
explanation why we spent close to $40,000 in legal bills for the month of January. He was
watching out for our taxpayer’s money. President O’Reilly stated that there were two big
important projects going on. One was our police negotiations. Trustee Lazansky learned
that the case is done and up to the arbitrator. The other project is Trustee Schimel’s Coyote
Club project. President O’Reilly stated that it is now the 23" court appearance. They got it
continued again due to asbestos. The judge assured us that they better have it down prior to
their next court appearance which will be sometime in March. The electoral board was also
included in the billing. It cost us some $9,000 because of objections. Trustee Lazansky then
questioned if it shouldn’t have come from another source. He then reminisced over what he
had done some 20 years ago during an objection and the costs occurred at that time. He
wanted to know what was the lawyer used for the $9,000 fee. It was at that time that
Attorney Stanley T. Kusper explained the following:

The objections were filed against the slate of three and against an individual candidate. By
state law, the electoral board is composed of the mayor, clerk and the senior trustee. The
attorney of the Village represents them and does all the work in preparation for the hearing,
attends the hearing and drafts the decision of the board after the hearing is over. There are
also expenses incurred in preparing for it. Notices have to be drafted and sent out, the
Sheriff has to be notified and a summons has to be served to everyone there. Registered and
certified mail has to go out. Itis a cost assessed to the electoral board. It is all governmental
in nature. The attorney sits and advises the electoral board and aids in the processing in
hearing the complaints to the candidates. He finishes that work up and if an appeal is
necessary, as was indicated in this case, he prepares the record on appeal. It is all public
agency funded and public agency paid. It is not private service to any individual. It is service
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to the municipality and the electoral board which is created by state law. All of those hours
that you will see in the bill are able to be identified, each and every one of them.....he then
elaborated on his billing. He stated that his bills are much different than the bills, “Mr.
Lazansky”, presented by the past administration and counsel. Those bills were called
“block” bills. The bill would say, “This case as an example” and “This case as an example”
and a dollar amount at the end. You would not know what day and what the task was. He
injected that he brought two years worth of bills that he represented this board under this
administration with him today. The bills show each and every item, the hours are there to
the quarter hour.

Mr. Kusper then addressed the large number of dollars spent regarding demolition fees. One
thing that isn’t reflected on the bill is money that is recovered by his firm on behalf of the
Village of Stickney for the expenses and attorney’s fees paid. So, if we recovered $120,000 or
$130,000 that was money paid into the General Fund. It does not get created to the legal item
in the budget. As an example: At 4207 Gunderson Avenue, the attorney’s fees were
$16,125.07. The court ordered fees recovered were $11,445.75. This is not reflected in the
bills. This is reflected in the money received by the treasurer. In 3913 S. Home Avenue, the
attorney’s fees were $18,209.49. The court ordered fees were $18,209.49. The judgment
against the defendant is $38,067.04. At 3924 Grove Avenue, the attorney’s fees were
$8,006.25. The costs were $2,893.82. The amount recovered was $10,900.07. Concerning
4139 S. Harlem Avenue, the costs per date are $65,202.32. He has every intention of
petitioning, which they have done, and expect to have the judge order the payment of the fees
in that amount or whatever amount when the case is over. And lastly, the property located at
4119 and 4121 S. Harlem, the attorney fees were $9,776.35. The court costs were $5,567.02
and the total judgment against the defendant was $15,343.37. This sums up his explanation
of funds recovered by his firm.

It was at this point that Mr. Lazansky thanked Mr. Kusper for giving a report. Attorney
Kusper announced, “I am not done yet. I believe in giving complete answers.” Trustee
Lazansky responded that, “At least now the residents will know”.

Attorney Kusper then elaborated on the case with 23 court appearances. Twenty-one of
those court appearances are required because the defendant in this case and his lawyers have
not followed court orders. Technically they could be found in contempt. We have to keep
going back to get that building torn down and recover the cost to the Village.

He then referred to his billings dating back to August 3, 2009, shortly after this
administration took office. He explained he believes in “sharing the pain” he discounted the
bills in excess of $10,000 which was deducted from his bills. He felt that this new
administration needed this type of assistance and of “sharing of the pain”. Mr. Kusper then
stated that if there were any other question concerning his bills, he would go out to his car
and bring in the folder of bills he brought with him. He would painstakingly go over them
line by line, day by day, and item by item. He would explain who did what, when, for how
many hours or minutes. Trustee Lazansky then said that now our residents now know where
the money is going. He continued, “That was his major concern about bringing it up”. “Not
that you are doing a job and writing it properly, which you are”. “Sometime people just see
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that the money is being spent and not seeing how it goes”. Trustee Lazansky then stated that
Attorney Kusper did an excellent job.

Trustee Morelli moved, duly seconded by Trustee Mares to accept the treasurer’s report for
the month of December, 2010.

Trustee Walik then read an extensive detail of the Northwestern University Center for Public
Safety, School of Police Staff and Command graduation. He went on to describe the
graduation requirements of Deputy Chief Frank Figueroa from the ten-week program. This
is upper-level college instruction. A total of eight units of credit were earned. Deputy Chief
Figueroa started as an auxiliary officer in 1996 as a dispatcher. In 1999 he became a full-time
police officer after attending the police academy.

Trustee Zeedyk gave the police report for the month of February, 2011. The total number of

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS:

Fire Chief Meyer provided us with information on a new state-of-the-art air monitor
obtained by the fire department that checks the air for four different types of gases. The cost
was $699 with a docking station to calibrate it every day. The Firefighter’s Association also
provided half of the cost. Another item obtained was a thermo-imaging camera with a
charging unit located in the fire engine. This augments the department to two units. A
donation was obtained from Motion Industries of a laser thermometer.
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Deputy Police Chief Frank Figueroa elaborated on his research paper for the Northwestern
University Center for Public Safety, School of Police Staff and Command graduation. The
subject he chose was “An Effective Field Training and Evaluation Program for the Stickney

Police Department Probationary Officers”. We were provided a handout of his report. We
learned that prior to taking this course; the department had no procedures in place for this
training. He showed us a hefty training manual he created. There was a extensive
explanation of his research project. The recruit training will take a minimum of 12 weeks
which can be extended if needed. The goal is to develop highly trained and motivated police
officers capable of meeting or exceeding the standards required by the Stickney Police
Department.

In other police department business, Deputy Police Chief Figueroa reported on an incident
that took place on February 25, at approximately at 8:49 p.m. when a female resident was
dropped off at 43" and Maple. She was walking home and inadvertently walked past her
house. When she turned around she found a male black subject approximately 5°10° to 6 foot
tall with a stocky built wearing a brown knit hat and wearing a black jacket. The subject
startled her and she told him “excuse me” and stepped to her right when the subject stepped
in front of her. This happened again and he blocked her path again. The subject then
reached into his pocket to bring out a sliver shiny object. She started screaming yelling for
help. The subject then ran west bound going through 4314 Maple. At no time did the subject
say anything to her. She did feel that he did have a knife but was unsure. Officers did
canvas the area and spoke to residents but never found the subject.

On February28, at approximately 9:25, our department was asked to do a well-being check in
the 4400 of Wisconsin. The reporting subject had gone past her mother’s home and observed
her brother’s vehicle in the driveway with the engine running with a garden hose taped to the
exhaust with hose running into the vehicle through a cracked window. When the police
arrived they found the subject had locked himself in the car and had blankets covering the
windows. Officers then spent over an hour trying get the subject to exit the vehicle but the
subject was holding a knife to his throat threatening suicide if the officers entered his car.
The subject then lit the inside of the vehicle on fire with his cigarette forcing the officers to
take action by breaking the window of the vehicle to force entry before the fire got out of
control. The subject who still had the knife in his hand had to be tasered in order for the
officers to finally gain entry into the vehicles. The fire was then extinguished and the subject
was taken to the hospital for psychiatric evaluation. The fire department was staged one
block away during the entire incident. Deputy Chief Figueroa did remind the audience that if
they ever come across this type of situation of an emergency nature to contact 911
immediately. Don’t take matters into your own hands and try to talk to the person. Call the
police immediately.

Last night the police department completed the second round of compliance checks as part of
their participation in the Illinois Liqguor Commission’s “Kids Can’t Buy em Here” tobacco
enforcement program. We are pleased to announce that we received 100% compliance from
our local tobacco retailers who all refused sales to a minor with no ID. The establishments
will be notified that they passed.
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Public Works Supervisor Joe Lopez announced that street sweeping will be postponed for a
few weeks until the weather breaks.

There being no further business, Trustee Zeedyk moved, duly seconded by Trustee Walik
that the meeting be adjourned. Upon which, said Board of Trustees adopted the motion at
7:38 p.m. and President O’Reilly declared the motion carried and the meeting adjourned.

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Something that the kids can do to take them out of the weather. He announced the 2nd
Annual Chili Cook off to be located at the Sokol building on Saturday, November 5.
The cooking will take place outdoors. There will be raffles, chili, and hot dogs.

Trustee Morelli reported on the October, 2011 Fire Department activity. Calls:
include 4 reports of fire, 9 Service related calls and 56 Ambulance calls, 5 automatic
fire alarms and trouble alarms, 6 motor vehicle accidents, 11 mutual automatic aid
calls, the total response for 2011 is 916.

Trustee Walik reminded that our collection for our troops will go until November 12.
A few more people have requested that he hold off. It is looking good. He thanked
everyone for donating. He noted that the police and auxiliary department did a fine
job patrolling on Halloween.

Jim Lazansky made
a statement that the newly purchased Sokol property was unsafe and had numerous
electrical problems. That was false and unfounded. President O’Reilly then provided
his wish to all for a Happy and Safe Thanksgiving. He asked that we keep our service
men and women serving away from their homes this Thanksgiving in our thoughts
and prayers.

CLERKS REPORT: Audrey McAdams reported on a question posed to her prior to the
start of the meeting. Doris Helebrandt questioned her about a solicitator named
Spark Electric that is going door-to-door. She wanted some background information
on this company. She remarked that they wanted to see a copy of her electric bill.
The clerk gave an explanation about this particular company. This company received
a permit from the village to do solicitation as far back as August. They do go through
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a strenuous amount of information in order to get this permit. Every person involved
in doing the solicitation has to allow us to make a copy of their state photo ID. There
is an extensive questionnaire that they must fill out. She explained that Victoria in
the front office is the person who handles these requests. The solicitor is also given
information from us such as: A copy of our ordinance that provided our rules on
solicitations and they are given a list of addresses that do not want solicitations. The
solicitors are not to bother any of the people at these addresses. If they do and the
people complain to the village, the permit will be pulled. In order to check on
whether Spark Electric is giving you a good deal, the clerk recommended that people
could go to www.pluginillinois.org to find comparisons for the various electric
companies in Illinois. People can then look for other hidden charges that are listed at
this site. Perhaps there are no hidden charges. It was suggested that people do their
homework. People need to be wise consumers.

TRUSTEE REPORTS: Trustee Mares reported that the Sokol building construction is
coming along smoothly. He is looking forward to opening it up for the spring when
we could use it for a lot of different events and activities.

Trustee Schimel informed us of Property Tax Outreach program that will be on
December 5,2011 at 10:00 a.m. at the Stickney Township North Clinic located at 6721
W. 40th Street. The Cook County Assessor’s office will be there to provide help for
homeowners to have the Cook County Board of Review evaluate the appraisal of their
property. He suggested that people bring their recent property tax bill and also a
copy of their new assessment. He felt that people need to do a little effort in filing
this appeal. He suggested that people should compare your house with a few recent
sales around you. He recommended that people could go to a major realtor in this
area and ask to appraise your house and bring that information with you. This way
you can win your appeal. Having the Board of Review doesn’t happen too often.

Trustee Walik thanked everyone for the donations for our troops. The donations
were taken in on the previous Saturday. There was over 1,000 pounds. He then
extended a Happy Thanksgiving to all.

Trustee White wished all a happy, healthy and safe Thanksgiving.

The Board of Trustees of the Village of Stickney met in Special Session on Monday,
November 28, 2011, at 9:03 a.m. in the Stickney Village Hall, Conference Room, 6533
W. Pershing Road, Stickney, Cook County, Illinois

Upon the roll call, the following Trustees were present:
Trustees Schimel, White and Zeedyk
Absent: Trustees Mares, Morelli and Walik

Treasurer Kurt Kasnicka and Public Works Supervisor Joe Lopez were in attendance.

President O’Reilly explained that the main reason for this meeting was to discuss the water
rate increases that Chicago will be passing on to us. This has been widely exposed in the
media. He provided the increases that will be seen over the next four years. In 2012 will be
25%, after that it will be 15% each year.

Trustee Schimel gave a report on the history of other water rate increases. In 2008 the water
rates were raised. Kurt Kasnicka provided the facts. In 2008 there was a 15% increase. In
2009 there was a 15% increase and in 2010 there was a 14% increase. This translated to a
45% increase. There wasn’t an increase in 2011. Trustee Schimel explained that concurrent
to this raise the new electronic meters were being installed. People were now getting accurate
readings with this increase of the rates.

Trustee Schimel voiced his opinion on how Chicago does not require water meters. He
personally felt that Chicago should demand that water meters be installed in the homes and
businesses in Chicago and stop increasing the water rates of the suburbs that receive water
from Chicago. He offered to go before the Chicago board and testify. He knows people in
Chicago who pay nothing or as little as $50 per year.

President O’Reilly clarified that the mayor’s caucus did put together a task force to address
it. This didn’t seem to matter because the Chicago Board passed the increase unanimously.
He felt it is fruitless.

Trustee White responded that he felt we had the best water rates around based on what some
of his friends are paying in Suburban Cook County. He foresaw that this is just one part of
the big picture. Chicago doesn’t have any money. They are calculating on what they can do
to raise more funds.

President O’Reilly explained that there was a lawsuit in the past where the suburbs sued the
City of Chicago over the water rates and won. Stickney did see some refunds from this suit.
For the suburbs, such as Stickney, that are connected to Chicago and we paid the same rates
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they charge their residents. The increases are the same as they charge their residents. Our
issue is we also take the same rate and we have to put our water department, maintenance,
and all our expenses into that. We don’t have a special sewer rate. Anything with a sewer
problem is taken out of that water fund. We might be low but we are paying the same rate as
their residents. Stickney has a direct connect water to Chicago. Some other communities act
as a supplier to other communities and charge accordingly to run their water service. We do
not do that.

President O’Reilly further explained that the City of Chicago, besides the same rate that we
are paying them, once all their increases are done, their sewer rate will be equal to their
water rate. As an example he said, “If you paid $100 for water, you will be paying $100 for
sewer,” and so on. We don’t do that.

President O’Reilly elaborated on the fact that the residential usage is minor. Seventy-one
percent of the water is used outside of the residential area of the village. There is such a small
part that is being considered here.

Treasurer Kurt Kasnicka displayed a chart of the increases. He noted that he rounded down
the numbers. The rate increases for the minimum residential usage will be $6 in 2012, $8 in
2013, $6 in 2014, $7 in 2014 and $8 in 2015. This is an average increase of approximately $4
per month. Kurt Kasnicka explained that our Village Engineers have done a survey in the
past of the municipalities they service. They studied the different rates. Stickney has a water
rate that covers everything. Some charge a sewer rate. Some have a surcharge added on.
Some have an administrative fee. An added statement was made on the fact that foreclosed
homes may have had their water turned off. They aren’t charged a minimum charge. Very
often vacant homes still have a bill for garbage and water because they wish to have the house
normal for potential buyers.

Trustee Zeedyk felt little if anything can be done to fight this. President O’Reilly gave a long
list of what Chicago is raising. President O’Reilly reminded us that we have the same water
rate as what Chicago is charging. We are tacking fees on to run our operation. We are still
fighting as an outside group.

Trustee White feels that we have to pay it either way. He would rather put our energy into
something we could change.

Trustee Schimel addressed the fact that water meters need to be installed in Chicago.

A question was raised over the cost of the water and the cost of other expenses. Since 2009 we
finished the electronic meters to eliminate an employee reading the meters. It was noted that
some homes with a new meter were discovered to have had leaks. Every drop is sensed. We
notify the people when such a leak is discovered. Our water usage has gone down in the
residential area the last fiscal year in the monthly average. Residential is at 28% now,
commercial is at 11%o, industrial is 7%, and industrial special is at 53% (Koppers and
Hawthorne Race Course). Last fiscal year residential was at 31%, commercial was at 10%,
industrial was at 6% and industrial special was at 54%.
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Since the new administration took office, the village has put in a new meter at one of our
industrial businesses and eventually found that they had a major water main leak. His bill is
now $1600 per month from $4000 per month. The next thing that happened to us was
Laramie Avenue and Pershing. We discovered that there was an ongoing leak that was going
on for three years. It appears in the winter but the source was never discovered. It actually
was chlorinated water coming from Stickney. That repair was accomplished.

The last fiscal year we paid Chicago 24% more than what we are billing for used water. We
are going install two new meters for the race course for more accuracy. Then we will address
Koppers. We will be taking care of the big users and catch the leaks for them. We need
accuracy.

The dedicated water fund balance is taking care of the mains that are breaking. It took care
of the hydrant replacements. We still have two bad mains to repair in the future. Some
discussion was held on various aspects of those repairs. We also have to face the need of a
water tank.

Both of the schools in the Village have had new electronic meters installed.
A consensus was found that the Chicago water rate increase be passed on to the customers.

President O’Reilly stated that on our end we will use our funds to buy new meters and get
our industrial and commercial up to speed and get a true reading.

The meeting adjourned at 9:45 a.m.

The Committee of the Whole of the Village of Stickney met in Special Session on Monday,
November 7, 2011, at 9:00 a.m. in the Stickney Village Hall, Conference Room, 6533
W. Pershing Road, Stickney, Cook County, Illinois

Audrey McAdams, Clerk noted that the following were in attendance: President O’Reilly,
Clerk Audrey McAdams, Trustees Mares, Walik and White. She stated that this is a special
meeting that was called to discuss the update on the purchase of the Sokol building and a
discussion on the Village Christmas party.

President O’Reilly called the meeting to order at 9:30 a.m. He remarked that we waited 30
minutes for any additional trustees who may have been late.

UPDATE ON THE SOKOL BUILDING

We now own the Sokol building. We need to work on a lease for the building. We will create
a committee with a couple of the trustees and the president. In addition, representatives from
the Sokol organization will be included. They (the Sokol) need to work on space, storage and
our expectations of what they need to do. They need to clean the area of their mats for any
uses that the Village might have planned.

The Truss Repair service is at the Sokol right now taking a survey of the building. He is
projecting the repairs by the middle of the month. The plumbers are there right now. He has
excavated the area where the water line and drainage access will be. Ripping up the inside is
being avoided to keep the cost lower.

President O’Reilly spoke of forming a committee to draw up some plans on a proposal on
what the rental should be. This will eventually have to be approved by the board.

Cody remarked that he has an excellent drywall taper but needs a drywall installer. He was
going to get three estimates for cutting an opening for the two bathroom doors. Another
estimate will be obtained for the proper width door for the front. A discussion was held on
heat for the bathrooms to keep the pipes from freezing. A hot water tank will be needed for
the bathrooms. The electricity was questioned.

President O’Reilly clarified that after the public statement made by Jim Lazansky at the
November 1, 2011 board meeting; we brought out Jim Barthel the building inspector, Tom
Heller & Fire Chief Larry Meyer fire inspectors, Mike Katcher the public health inspector
and Fred Kuchta the electrical inspector. Other than cleaning the place up and some basic
fire issues that needed to be looked into, we received a clean bill of health. It is up to code.
There are only minor items. If it was a normal business it wouldn’t stop them from
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operating. We have the construction items that we want done. That included the bathrooms,
the entranceways. The kitchen is already certified for 2011.

Trustee Walik recommended the outside light should function for safety purposes. Trustee
Mares suggested that the current Village of Stickney announcement board located in front of
the Village Hall may be able to be moved to the Sokol if we get a new sign in its place. There
were other suggestions for outdoor lighting at the Sokol such as timers or sensors. Safety
issues were a factor.

Parking was never an issue in the past.

In summary we will look at lights, doors for the bathrooms and doors for the front. Trustee
Mares suggested that a light switch needs to be installed near the door on the side. Trustee
Mares injected that the heat needs to be balanced especially in the kitchen. Fred Kuchta, the
electrical inspector, suggested that there are inexpensive sensors available for vacant
buildings that will cause the lights to flash if the indoor temperature goes below a certain
temperature.

We learned that the heating plant, a boiler, looks relatively new.

Trustee Mares will be looking for new long tables because the current tables are disgusting.
Storage has been an issue there. Some suggestions were given.

Trustee Walik asked for the time frame. President O’Reilly said that the truss repair is to be
done by the middle of the month. The repair will take one week. The dry wall will take one
day. The taping will take a couple of days. Then there is the clean up. Suggestions for
cleaning were discussed. The two grass cutter employees are still on staff. They will be
utilized. The plumber said he needs a day outside and a couple of days inside. Trustee Mares
needs to move shelving for the plumber. The Sokol equipment has to be moved. They are in
class on Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday. President O’Reilly enforced the fact that the
repairs and remodeling is a priority and not the building use by others.

THE VILLAGE CHRISTMAS PARTY

The date was discussed. December 4 or 11 was discussed. The object of having it on Sunday
is to get two parties in on the same day. The village seniors would have their party in the
afternoon when they could still be able to drive.

The subject of food was discussed. The sandwiches that were served last year took too much
time to build. Plus we prepared too many sandwiches.

Trustee Mares suggested that each family will get one free picture with Santa and they could
make copies on their own. He recommended a magic act or a singing group.
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President O’Reilly explained that Beth Lukas is already looking into singing groups for the
seniors. He liked the idea of a magic act.

Food was discussed. ldeas were tossed around.

Types of gifts were discussed. It was suggested that we not go to our local business people for
donations. President O’Reilly said we already budget for activities. This is an activity. We
are already asking for our music program. Then we ask for donations for Family Day.
Trustee Walik suggested that we go to several sandwich shops to get bids on food for the
children’s event. President O’Reilly suggested that we look into Sam’s Club. He
recommended that we need two food menus.

The FOIA requested the following: the cell phones that officials have in the
Village including department heads, trustees, clerk, mayor and the cost each month.
In addition, they wanted to know how long the village has been paying for their cell
phones. In responding to the request the clerk gave the current monthly cost, the cell
phones and who has them and the fact that various communication devices have
always been available to village elected officials and selected employees. Her
research made available at this meeting included the following: During the previous
administration period of 4/23/09 to 5/23/09 there were 17 cell phones provided.
The provider was AT&T Mobility with an average monthly cost of $281.32. There
was also Nextel equipment that 32 people had. The average monthly cost was
$1,342.15. And there were 24 pagers from USA Mobility at an average monthly cost
of $152.71. The total average cost per month was $1,776.18. Prior to the 2009/2010
time period it was discovered that there were too many cell phones and too many
minutes used. Startingin 5/23/09 to 4/23/10 an allowance was given to eleven
people in public works to use their own phones at a cost of $291.75 per month. AT&T
Mobility was the provider for 15 cell phones at an average monthly cost of $966.05.
Nextel average monthly cost was $359.91. For a total monthly cost of $1,617.71.
During the time period of 5/3/10 to 4/23/11 the monthly allowance was $291.75.
Monthly costs for Nextel for a period of 5/27/10 to 11/27 /10 averaged $99.98 per
month. And, the average monthly AT&T Mobility cost was $1,272.06. The total
average monthly cost was $1,663.79. With previous contracts expiring we were able
to get a complete phone package for the current monthly cost for 31 free Verizon
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phones for $735.84 and the allowance for two employees is $159.00 for a total
monthly cost of $894.84.

TRUSTEE REPORTS: Trustee Mares commented that Stickney Family Day couldn’t
have asked for a better day. The volunteers and employees who volunteers were
amazing. It was a lot of work. It is not just putting a bunch of hot dogs in the water
and serving them.
