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ORDINANCE NO. 2012-01

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 2, “ADMINISTRATION,” OF THE ORDINANCES OF THE
VILLAGE OF STICKNEY, ILLINOIS BY AMENDING SECTION 2-106 AND ADDING SECTION 2-107.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF
STICKNEY, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS, A HOME RULE UNIT OF GOVERNMENT AS FOLLOWS:

WHEREAS, the Village of Stickney (the “Village”) is a home rule municipality in accordance with the
Constitution of the State of lllinois of 1970; and

WHEREAS, the Village wishes to allow the public to speak at its regular and special meetings; and

WHEREAS, the Village has deemed it necessary to establish procedural guidelines for public
participation at Village meetings in order to ensure that meetings are conducted in an efficient, safe
and coherent manner; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEE OF THE
VILLAGE OF STICKNEY, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS.

Section 1. Recitals. The facts and statements contained in the preambles to this
Ordinance are found to be true and correct and are hereby adopted as part of this Ordinance.

Section 2. Adoption. Chapter 2, Article II. Division 3 of the Municipal Code of the Village
of Stickney shall be amended by the amendment of Section 2-106, and adding Section 2-107 which
will read as follows:

Sec. 2-106. Public Comment at Village Board Meetings.

Public comment shall occur during Village meetings where the meeting agenda schedules time for
public comment. The public shall be allowed to make comments during a Village meeting at the
time designated on the meeting agenda, subject to the following procedures and guidelines:

(a) Prior to meetings the Village will make available a sign-in-sheet, where prospective
speakers must print their names and addresses, and indicate the subject matter upon which
they wish to address the Board;

(b) Speakers will be recognized for comment during the public comment session only if they
have completed the required portions of the sign-in-sheet, and will be called in the order in
which they have signed in;

(c) When recognized to comment, each speaker must begin by stating his or her name and
address, and shall be permitted three minutes to speak;

(d) Speakers will be recognized to speak only once per board meeting.

The public comment portion of Village meetings is designed to allow the public the ability to
address the public body pursuant to the Illinois Open Meetings Act and the procedures set forth in
this Code. Public officials are not required to engage in debate, make themselves available for
abusive or harassing behavior by a member of the public, or to provide on-the-spot answers to
members of the public on the topics that are raised by the public during the public comment
portion of Village meetings.






Sec.2.107 Rules of Decorum at Village Meetings

(a)Addressing the Board. Each person who addresses the Board and/or the President shall
refrain from making personal, impertinent, slanderous or profane remarks to any member of the
Board and/or the President, the Village staff, or the general public. Any person who makes such
remarks, or who utters loud, threatening, personal or abusive language, or engages in any other
disorderly conduct, which disrupts, disturbs or otherwise impedes the orderly conduct of any
Board meeting shall, at the discretion of the presiding officer, or a majority of the Board, be barred
from continuing to attend that meeting.

(b) Enforcement of Decorum.

(1) Warning. The presiding officer shall request that a person who is breaching the
rules of decorum be orderly.

(2) Removal. If after receiving a warning from the presiding officer, a person
persists in disturbing the meeting, the presiding officer shall order him to leave
the Board meeting. If the person does not remove himself, the presiding officer
may order any law enforcement officer who is on duty at the meeting to remove
that person from the meeting hall.

(3) Penalty. Any person who refuses to comply with an order to leave a Board
meeting given pursuant to this Section shall be guilty of a violation of this
Section and subject to the penalties set forth in Section 1-09 of the Village Code,
and may be charged with an act of disorderly conduct under Illinois law.






Section 3. Home Rule. This ordinance is enacted under the Home Rule powers of the
Village as set forth in the Constitution and laws of the State of Illinois.

Section 4. Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its
passage, approval and publication in the manner provided by law.

Section 5. Conflicts. This Ordinance supersedes all ordinances or parts of
ordinances directly conflicting with the terms and provisions contained herein, but only to the

extent of such conflict.

Section 6.  Severability. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion
of this Ordinance is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent
jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct, and independent provision and such
holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions hereof.

Section 7.  Certification and Publication. The Village Clerk of the Village of
Stickney shall certify to the adoption of this Ordinance and cause the same to be published in
pamphlet form.

ORDINANCE NO. 2012-02

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 50, “OFFENSES AND MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS”,
ARTICLE VI. MINORS, BY AMENDING SECTION 50-202, (d).

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF
STICKNEY, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS, A HOME RULE UNIT OF GOVERNMENT AS FOLLOWS:

WHEREAS, the Village of Stickney (the “Village”) is a home rule municipality in accordance with the
Constitution of the State of Illinois of 1970; and

WHEREAS, The Village of Stickney wants to establish better regulations to amend the community
curfew time to enable families and children to “trick or treat” during the holiday known as
“Halloween”.

WHEREAS, the President and the Board of Trustees find it is in the best interests of the citizens of
the Village of Stickney to amend Offenses and Miscellaneous Provisions, as follows:

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEE OF THE
VILLAGE OF STICKNEY, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS.

Section 1. Recitals. The facts and statements contained in the preambles to this
Ordinance are found to be true and correct and are hereby adopted as part of this Ordinance.

Section 2. Adoption. Chapter 50, Article VI, Minors, Section 50-202, (d) of the Municipal
Code of the Village of Stickney shall be amended to read as follows:

Sec. 50-202 Minors.

(d) Curfew for Halloween: Notwithstanding the provisions as contained in subsection (b) above,
the curfew for any child on the holiday commonly known as “Halloween”, when children are
engaging in what is commonly known as “trick or treating” and/or wearing any type of costume,
disguise or concealing themselves in any manner in any type of masquerade, the hours for such
children shall be limited during the hours of +:00-p-m-te-6:00-p-m- 3:00 p.m. to 7:00 p.m. central
standard time.






Section 3. Home Rule. This ordinance is enacted under the Home Rule powers of the
Village as set forth in the Constitution and laws of the State of Illinois.

Section 4. Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its
passage, approval and publication in the manner provided by law.

Section 5. Conflicts. This Ordinance supersedes all ordinances or parts of
ordinances directly conflicting with the terms and provisions contained herein, but only to the
extent of such conflict.

Section 6. Severability. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion
of this Ordinance is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent
jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct, and independent provision and such
holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions hereof.

ORDINANCE NO. 2012-03

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 2, “ADMINISTRATION,” OF THE ORDINANCES OF THE
VILLAGE OF STICKNEY, ILLINOIS BY ADDING THE FOLLOWING LANGUAGE AS SECTION 2-5 IN
ARTICLE I THEREOF.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF
STICKNEY, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS, A HOME RULE UNIT OF GOVERNMENT AS FOLLOWS:

WHEREAS, the Village of Stickney (the “Village”) is a home rule municipality in accordance with the
Constitution of the State of Illinois of 1970; and

WHEREAS, the Village has established a Village Seal pursuant to 65 ILCS 5/2-3-8 to be used for
municipal purposes and not for any other use; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEE OF THE
VILLAGE OF STICKNEY, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS.

Section 1. Recitals. The facts and statements contained in the preambles to this
Ordinance are found to be true and correct and are hereby adopted as part of this Ordinance.

Section 2. Adoption. Chapter 2, Article I. of the Municipal Code of the Village of Stickney
shall be amended by the addition of the following language as Section 2-5 thereof:

Sec. 2-5. Unauthorized Use of Village Seal

(a) The Village Seal shall be used only for official business of the Village. No person shall forge,
deface, corrupt, or counterfeit the Village Seal or any patch or emblem of the Police or Fire
Department, or use the same for any political, private or other use. Nor shall any person,
other than the Village Clerk, make use of said seal or logo except as provided for below.

(b) Notwithstanding the prohibitions stated above, Village staff or personnel may use the
Village Seal or Police or Fire emblem, or parts thereof separately or in any appropriate
combination in creating print media or other layout/design applications for official Village
use, subject to the approval of the Mayor.

(c) Penalty: Any person, entity, or organization violating this Section shall be subject to a
minimum mandatory fine of not less than $100.00 dollars per day, nor more than $500.00
dollars per day for each day of each such violation.





Section 3. Home Rule. This ordinance is enacted under the Home Rule powers of the
Village as set forth in the Constitution and laws of the State of Illinois.

Section 4. Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its
passage, approval and publication in the manner provided by law.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 14, “MOTOR VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC”, OF THE
ORDINANCES OF THE VILLAGE OF STICKNEY, ILLINOIS BY REVISING ARTICLE III, DIVISION 9,
“CONDUCT PROHIBITED.”

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF
STICKNEY, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS, A HOME RULE UNIT OF GOVERNMENT AS FOLLOWS:

WHEREAS, the Village of Stickney (the “Village”) is a home rule municipality in accordance with the
Constitution of the State of Illinois of 1970; and

WHEREAS, THE Village of Stickney seeks to maintain the safety and appearance of the streets and
roadways throughout the Village; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Stickney maintains certain regulations of the streets and sidewalks and
enforces certain regulations of the State of Illinois; and

WHEREAS, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Stickney seek to update the
guidelines pertaining to violations subject to seizure and impoundment of vehicles by the Village.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEE OF THE
VILLAGE OF STICKNEY, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS.

Section 1. Recitals. The facts and statements contained in the preambles to this
Ordinance are found to be true and correct and are hereby adopted as part of this Ordinance.

Section 2. Adoption. Chapter 14 Article II], Division 9 of the Municipal Code of the Village
of Stickney shall be amended to read as follows:

Sec. 14-196. Conduct prohibited.

A motor vehicle used in connection with any of the following violations may be subject to
seizure and/or impoundment by the village and the owner of record of said vehicle shall be liable to
the village for any administrative penalty of $500.00, plus any applicable towing fees.

(1) Driving under the influence of alcohol, other drug or drugs, intoxicating compound(s)
or any combination thereof, or possession of drugs or intoxicating compound(s) as
provided by the Illinois Compiled Statutes (625 ILCS 5/11-501 (a))

(2) Driving while driver’s license, permit or privilege to operate a motor vehicle is

suspended or revoked, as-aresult-of suspensionrelated-to-convictionfor-drugs;aleohol;

intoxicating-compound-erany-combinatien-thereof; pursuant to the Illinois Complied
Statutes (625H:€5-5/4{a); 625 ILCS 5/6-303) or is suspended or revoked for any other

reason and the vehicle is being operated in violation of ILCS Ch. 625. Act 5/6-303.

(3) Driving without a valid driver’s license pursuant to Illinois Compiled Statutes (625 ILCS
5/6-101).

(4) Arrest for any felony offense pursuant to the Illinois Compiled Statutes (720 ILCS 5/36-
1)






(5) The operation of any motor vehicle with open alcohol in violation of ILCS Ch. 625, Act

5/11-502.

(6) Any vehicle being operated or having been operated while the operator or occupants of
the vehicle are in the commission of or fleeing from the commission of a crime
constituting a charge of a Class A misdemeanor, or any felony.

Section 3. Home Rule. This ordinance is enacted under the Home Rule powers of the
Village as set forth in the Constitution and laws of the State of Illinois.

Section 4. Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its
passage, approval and publication in the manner provided by law.

Section 1. Recitals. The facts and statements contained in the preambles to this
Ordinance are found to be true and correct and are hereby adopted as part of this Ordinance.

Section 2. Adoption. Chapter 10, Article II. Division 2. License, Section 10-66 and Section
10-68 shall be amended to read as follows:

Section 10-66. Limitation upon number of devices; increasing number of licensed devices

(a) No more than feur-five coin-operated amusement devices shall be permitted or maintained
on any premises within the village, and no license shall be granted to any proprietor for the
maintenance of more than feur five coin-operated amusement devices on any one premises.

Section 10-68. Restriction of use by minors.

(a) No person who has obtained a license pursuant to this section shall, at any store or in
connection with any other place of business where minors are customers, cause or allow an

automatic amusement machine to be in use by a minor between 7:00 a.m. and 3:00 p.m. on
any school day unless accompanied by a parent or guardian.

Section 3. Home Rule. This ordinance is enacted under the Home Rule powers of the
Village as set forth in the Constitution and laws of the State of Illinois.

Section 4. Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its
passage, approval and publication in the manner provided by law.

Section 5. Conflicts. This Ordinance supersedes all ordinances or parts of
ordinances directly conflicting with the terms and provisions contained herein, but only to the
extent of such conflict.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 10, “COIN/CURRENCY AMUSEMENT DEVICES,” OF THE
ORDINANCES OF THE VILLAGE OF STICKNEY, ILLINOIS BY ADDING, DIVISION 3. VIDEO GAMING
SECTION 10-81, SECTION 10-82

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF
STICKNEY, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS, A HOME RULE UNIT OF GOVERNMENT AS FOLLOWS:

WHEREAS, the Village of Stickney (the “Village”) is a home rule municipality in accordance with the
Constitution of the State of Illinois of 1970; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Stickney desires to regulate the licensing of Video Gaming amusement
devices at establishments within the Village; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEE OF THE
VILLAGE OF STICKNEY, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS.

Section 1. Recitals. The facts and statements contained in the preambles to this
Ordinance are found to be true and correct and are hereby adopted as part of this Ordinance.

Section 2. Adoption. Chapter 10, Article II. Division 3. VIDEO GAMING, Section 10-81,
Section 10-82

Division 3. VIDEO GAMING

Section 10-81. Definitions.

Video Gaming, as legalized by the Illinois Video Gaming Act, will legalize video gaming in
Illinois at truck stops, bars and other venues permitting alcohol consumption.

Establishment means the entire location of the business operated by the licensee, including

but not limited to all rooms, subtenancies and auxiliary or supplemental uses of the
business.

Section 10-82. Video Gaming Permitted Only on Premises Where Alcoholic Liquor is Sold at

Retail.

(a) Any establishment within the village which is licensed to sell alcoholic liquor and
has obtained a license to operate a video gaming terminal from the Illinois
Gaming Board at such premises shall be required to apply for and obtain a video
gaming sticker from the village for each video gaming terminal located at such
establishment.

(b) Any person licensed to sell alcoholic liquor may apply to the Liquor Control
Commissioner for a village video gaming sticker on an application form provided
and pay a fee of $500.00 for each video gaming terminal at the premises.

(c) All video gaming terminals at premises within the village shall display a village
video gaming sticker at all times.

(d) Village gaming stickers shall not be issued for any video gaming terminal on any
premise that is located within 1,000 feet of a horse racing or riverboat gambling
facility or is located within 100 feet of a school or place of worship. The





restriction does not apply if the church or school is established after the issuance
of the liquor license.

(e) No more than five video gaming terminals may be located on any premises where
alcoholic liguor is sold.

(f) Video gaming terminals must be located in an area that is restricted to persons
over 21 years of age. The entrance to such area must be within the view of at least
one employee.

(g) No holder of a license to sell alcoholic liquor may cause or permit any person
under the age of 21 years to use or play a video gaming device.

(h) Video gaming may be played only during the hours of operation for the
consumption of alcohol at that establishment.

(i) Any holder of a liquor license must comply with any provision of the Act and must
also follow all rules, regulations and restrictions imposed by the Illinois Gaming
Board.

(j) Annual fees to be paid shall be for a calendar year without proration should the
video gaming terminal operate for any portion of any calendar year.

(k) Any violation of any provision of this section shall be deemed a violation of the
provisions of this chapter and subject to enforcement.

Section 3. Home Rule. This ordinance is enacted under the Home Rule powers of the
Village as set forth in the Constitution and laws of the State of Illinois.

Section 4. Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its
passage, approval and publication in the manner provided by law.

Section 5. Conflicts. This Ordinance supersedes all ordinances or parts of
ordinances directly conflicting with the terms and provisions contained herein, but only to the
extent of such conflict.

ORDINANCE NO. 2012-07

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 78, “TAXATION,” OF THE ORDINANCES OF THE VILLAGE OF
STICKNEY, ILLINOIS BY ADDING, ARTICLE XI, HOTEL/MOTEL ROOM TAX, SECTIONS 78-311, 78-
312,78-313,78-314,78-315 AND 78-316

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF
STICKNEY, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS, A HOME RULE UNIT OF GOVERNMENT AS FOLLOWS:

WHEREAS, the Village of Stickney (the “Village”) is a home rule municipality in accordance with the
Constitution of the State of Illinois of 1970; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Stickney desires to enact procedures in connection with taxation of any
hotel/motel rooms located within the Village; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEE OF THE
VILLAGE OF STICKNEY, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS.

Section 1. Recitals. The facts and statements contained in the preambles to this
Ordinance are found to be true and correct and are hereby adopted as part of this Ordinance.

Section 2. Adoption. Chapter 78, Article XI. Hotel/Motel Room Tax, Section 78-311,
Section 78-312, Section 78-313, Section 314, Section 78-315 and Section 78-316

ARTICLE XI. HOTEL/MOTEL ROOM TAX
Section 78-311. Tax Enacted

A hotel/motel room tax has been enacted in the amount of six percent (6%) of the one night
room charge for the use and privilege of a room at any hotel, motel or other similar lodging
facility operating within the corporate geographical limits of the Village of Stickney.

Provided, however, any patron who uses and occupies an extended stay hotel facility, as

defined herein, shall be exempt for payment of the room tax after the thirty first consecutive
day of use and occupancy. This exemption shall not apply to the initial thirty (30) day use
and occupancy wherein the hotel tax of six percent (6%) shall remain in full force and effect.
An "extended stay facility"” shall be defined as a hotel that has rooms specifically designed for
extended stays for patrons improved with the customary sleeping and bathroom areas and
dedicated Kitchen areas with cooking appliances, refrigerator and sink.

The charge shall be effective on each night that a room is reserved, occupied, or otherwise
used in a hotel, motel or other lodging facility within the village. The tax assessed is charged
against the room as a privilege for the use of said room. The ultimate incidence of and
liability for payment of said tax is to be borne by the person or persons who seek the

privilege of occupying the hotel or motel room.

Section 78-312. Use of Tax

Taxes collected by the village from the hotel/motel tax may be used by the village for its
general corporate purposes.





Section 78-313. File Tax Return; Payment of Tax:

The person or persons who own a hotel or motel room within the village shall collect the tax
from the person or persons who seek the privilege of occupying the hotel or motel room. The
tax shall be paid to such person required to collect it as trustee for and on account of the
village. The person or persons who own a hotel or motel room within the village shall file tax
returns, in a form to be provided or approved by the village, reflecting tax receipts received
with respect to each separate hotel or motel during each month. Remittance of the tax shall
be made to the village treasurer on or before the twenty fifth day of the month for which the

tax was due.

Notwithstanding the above provision, the first taxing period for the purpose of this chapter
shall commence on April 1, 2012. All subsequent reporting periods shall be full calendar
months. At the time of filing said tax returns, the persons required to collect the tax shall
remit to the village treasurer all taxes due for the period to which the tax return applies.

If for any reason any tax is not paid when due, a penalty at the rate of one and one-half

percent (11/,%) per thirty (30) day period, or portion thereof, from the date of delinquency
shall be added and collected.

The village, by its treasurer, auditor, or other designated representative may, upon forty
eight (48) hour written notice to the collector of said tax, examine the written records being

Kkept by such person or perform whatever functions it deems as necessary to verify the
collection of the tax or any amounts associated therewith.

Section 78-314. Failure to Pay Taxes; Action Taken.

The tax herein imposed shall be in addition to all other taxes imposed by the village, or by
any municipal corporation or political subdivision thereof.

Whenever any person shall fail to remit any tax as herein provided, the village attorney
shall, upon request of the president of the village, bring or cause to be brought an action to
enforce the remittance of said tax on behalf of the village in any court of competent
jurisdiction.

Section 78-315. Patrons.

Any patron or guest who uses and occupies an extended stay hotel facility shall not be

considered a resident of the Village of Stickney and shall be required to re-execute a written
hotel occupancy agreement every thirty (30) days.

Section 78-316. Chapter Review.

The terms and provisions of this chapter shall be reviewed by the municipal authorities on
an annual basis. The village shall have the right to amend, alter or modify the terms and
conditions as deemed appropriate and reasonable.





Section 3. Home Rule. This ordinance is enacted under the Home Rule powers of the
Village as set forth in the Constitution and laws of the State of Illinois.

Section 4. Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its
passage, approval and publication in the manner provided by law.

Section 5. Conflicts. This Ordinance supersedes all ordinances or parts of
ordinances directly conflicting with the terms and provisions contained herein, but only to the
extent of such conflict.

Section 6.  Severability. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion
of this Ordinance is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent
jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct, and independent provision and such
holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions hereof.

Section 7. Certification and Publication. The Village Clerk of the Village of
Stickney shall certify to the adoption of this Ordinance and cause the same to be published in
pamphlet form.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 14, “MOTOR VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC”, OF THE
ORDINANCES OF THE VILLAGE OF STICKNEY, ILLINOIS BY REVISING ARTICLE III, DIVISION 7,
“STOPPING, STANDING AND PARKING.”

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF
STICKNEY, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS, A HOME RULE UNIT OF GOVERNMENT AS FOLLOWS:

WHEREAS, the Village of Stickney (the “Village”) is a home rule municipality in accordance with the
Constitution of the State of Illinois of 1970; and

WHEREAS, THE Village of Stickney seeks to maintain the safety and appearance of the streets and
roadways throughout the Village; and

WHEREAS, the Village of Stickney maintains certain regulations of the streets and sidewalks and
enforces certain regulations of the State of Illinois; and

WHEREAS, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Stickney seek to update the
guidelines pertaining to violations subject to immobilization of vehicles by the Village.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEE OF THE
VILLAGE OF STICKNEY, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS.

Section 1. Recitals. The facts and statements contained in the preambles to this
Ordinance are found to be true and correct and are hereby adopted as part of this Ordinance.

Section 2. Adoption. Chapter 14 Article IlI, Division 7, Section 14-163 (d) Violations and
Penalties, of the Municipal Code of the Village of Stickney shall be amended to read as follows:

Sec. 14-163. Violations and Penalties.

(d) The police department and all members thereof assigned to traffic duty are hereby
authorized to use immobilization equipment on any vehicle when the registered owner of the
vehicle has accumulated five or more unpaid tickets for violations of any of the provisions of this
chapter of these codified ordinances.

(1) According to (625 ILCS 5/11-208.3) (from Ch.95 1/2, par. 11-208.3) Sec. 11-
208.3 (11) (c) Any municipality may provide by ordinance for a system of
administrative adjudication of vehicular/parking violations.

(2) Other provisions as are necessary and proper to carry into effect the powers

granted and purposes stated in this Section.
3)Any municipality establishing vehicular standing, parking, compliance, or

automated traffic law regulations under this Section may also provide by ordinance

for a program of vehicle immobilization for the purpose of facilitating enforcement
of those regulations. The program of vehicle immobilization shall provide for
immobilizing any eligible vehicle upon the public way by presence of a restraintin a
manner to prevent operation of the vehicle. Any ordinance establishing a program
of vehicle immobilization under this Section shall provide:






a. Criteria for the designation of vehicles eligible for immobilization. A
vehicle shall be eligible for immobilization when the registered owner of the

vehicle has accumulated the number of incomplete traffic education

programs or unpaid final determinations of parking, standing, compliance,
or automated traffic law violation liability, or both, as determined by
ordinance.

b. A notice of impending vehicle immobilization and a right to a hearing to
challenge the validity of the notice by disproving liability for the incomplete
traffic education programs or unpaid final determinations of parking,
standing, compliance, or automated traffic law violation liability, or both,
listed on the notice.

c. The right to a prompt hearing after a vehicle has been immobilized or
subsequently towed without the completion of the required traffic education
program or payment of the outstanding fines and penalties on parking,
standing, compliance, or automated traffic law violations, or both, for which

final determinations have been issued. An order issued after the hearingis a
final administrative decision within the meaning of Section 3-101 of the

Code of Civil Procedure.
d. A post immobilization and post-towing notice advising the registered

owner of the vehicle of the right to a hearing to challenge the validity of the
impoundment.

Section 3. Home Rule. This ordinance is enacted under the Home Rule powers of the
Village as set forth in the Constitution and laws of the State of Illinois.

Section 4. Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its
passage, approval and publication in the manner provided by law.

Section 5. Conflicts. This Ordinance supersedes all ordinances or parts of
ordinances directly conflicting with the terms and provisions contained herein, but only to the
extent of such conflict.

Section 6. Severability. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion
of this Ordinance is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent
jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct, and independent provision and such
holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions hereof.

Section 7. Certification and Publication. The Village Clerk of the Village of
Stickney shall certify to the adoption of this Ordinance and cause the same to be published in
pamphlet form.

AN ORDINANCE SETTING THE GENERAL PREVAILING
RATE OF WAGES AS DETERMINED BY THE DEPARTMENT
OF LABOR OF THE STATE OF ILLINOIS UNDER THE
PREVAILING WAGE ACT (8201LCS130)

Whereas, the State of Illinois has enacted "An Act regulating wages of laborers, mechanics, and
other workers employed in any public works by the State, county, city or any public body or any
political subdivision or by anyone under contract for public works," approved June 26, 1941,
codified as amended, 820 ILCS 130/1 et seq. (1993), formerly Illinois, Rev. Stat., Ch 48, par. 39s-1
et seq.; and,

Whereas, the aforesaid Act requires that the President and the Board of Trustees of the Village of
Stickney investigates and ascertain the prevailing rate of wages as defined in said Act for laborers,
mechanics and other workers in the locality of Cook County, employed in performing construction
of public works, for said Village of Stickney.

Now, Therefore, Be It Ordained by President and the Board of Trustees of the Village of
Stickney:

Section 1: To the extent and as required by "An Act regulating wages of laborers, mechanics and
other workers employed in any public works by State, county, city or any public body or any
political subdivision or by any one under contract for public works", approved June 26, 1941, as
amended, the general prevailing rate of wages in this locality for laborers, mechanics and other
workers engaged in construction of public works coming under the jurisdiction of the Village of
Stickney is hereby ascertained to be the same as the prevailing rate of wages for construction work
in Cook County area as determined by the Department of Labor of the State of Illinois as of April
2012, a copy of that determination being attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference. As
required by said Act, any and all revisions of the prevailing rate of wages by the Department of
Labor of the State of Illinois shall supersede the Department's June determination and apply to any
and all public works construction undertaken by the Village of Stickney. The definition of any
terms appearing in this Ordinance which are also used in aforesaid Act shall be the same as in said
Act.
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Section 2: Nothing herein contained shall be construed to apply said general prevailing rate of
wages as herein ascertained to any work or employment except public works construction of the
Village of Stickney to the extent required by the aforesaid Act.

Section 3: The Village of Stickney shall publicly post or keep available for inspection by any
interested party in the main office of the Village of Stickney this determination or any revisions of
such prevailing rate of wage. A copy of this determination or of the current revised determination
of the prevailing rate of wages then in effect shall be attached to all contract specifications.

Section 4: The Village of Stickney shall mail a copy of this determination to any employer, and
to any association of employers and to any person or association of employees who have filed their
names and addresses, requesting copies of any determination stating the particular rates and the
particular class of workers whose wages will be affected by such rates.

Section 5: The Village of Stickney shall promptly file a certified copy of this Ordinance with
both the Secretary of State Index Division and the Department of Labor of the State of Illinois.

Section 6: This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage, approval,

and publication in pamphlet form, as provided for by law.

WHEREAS, the Village wishes to enforce its policy of ethical conduct of Village officials; and

WHEREAS, the Village has deemed it necessary to establish guidelines for its public officials to
conduct themselves in a safe and ethical manner; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE
VILLAGE OF STICKNEY, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS.

Section 1. Recitals. The facts and statements contained in the preambles to this
Ordinance are found to be true and correct and are hereby adopted as part of this Ordinance.

Section 2. Adoption. Chapter 2, Article VII, of the Municipal Code of the Village of
Stickney shall be amended by adding Sections 2-507, 2-508 and 2-509, which will read as follows:

Sec. 2-507. Conduct.

Itis the policy of the Village of Stickney that its elected officials, appointed officials and

employees shall in all cases exercise good judgment, and perform their duties for the sole benefit of
the residents of the Village. All appearances of impropriety shall be avoided. All Village elected

officials, appointed officials, and employees shall act in such a manner to contribute to the public
confidence in the integrity, reputation, and honesty of its employees, and in their ability to perform

their duties solely for the public good.

Sec. 2-508. Unacceptable Conduct.

It shall be a violation of this Code of Ethics for any covered employee to knowingly use or
cause to use the Village of Stickney’s electronic “communication” tools, including but not limited to:
telephones, pagers, cellular phones, voicemail facilities, email systems, facsimile machines, modems
and servers, palms, laptops and desktop computers, internet access facilities, and browsers to carry
or publish any defamatory, discriminatory, obscene material or any material that is harassing,
embarrassing, sexually explicit, profane, pornographic, intimidating, or otherwise unlawful or
inappropriate. The inappropriate content includes, but is not limited to, sexually explicit messages,
images, cartoons or jokes; unwelcome propositions, ethnic, religious or racial slurs, or any other
message that could be construed as harassment or disparagement of others based on sex, race, age,
national origin, religion, disability, or sexual orientation.

Sec. 2-509. Enforcement and Penalties.

@ Discipline for elected officials and appointed officials. The Board of Trustees may
take any action against any elected official or appointed official who has been found
by the Board of Trustees to violate Sections 2-507 and/or 2-508. Actions that the
Board of Trustees may take against elected officials and appointed officials include,
but are not limited to, counseling, reprimand, and/or public censure. The Board of






Trustees may also, where appropriate, discharge appointed officials, all in
accordance with the Village of Stickney Personnel Manual.

b. Discipline for employees. In each instance of a violation of Sections 2-507 and/or

2-508 by an employee, the disciplinary action shall be in accordance with the
provisions set forth in the Village of Stickney Personnel Manual.

Section 3. Home Rule. This ordinance is enacted under the Home Rule powers of the
Village as set forth in the Constitution and laws of the State of Illinois.

Section 4. Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its
passage, approval and publication in the manner provided by law.

Section 5. Conflicts. This Ordinance supersedes all ordinances or parts of
ordinances directly conflicting with the terms and provisions contained herein, but only to the
extent of such conflict.

WHEREAS, the Village of Stickney (the “Village”) is a home rule municipality in accordance with the
Constitution of the State of Illinois of 1970; and

WHEREAS, THE Village of Stickney seeks to regulate solicitation on highways within its
boundaries; and

WHEREAS, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Stickney seek to update the
guidelines pertaining to charitable solicitations.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEE OF THE
VILLAGE OF STICKNEY, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS.

Section 1. Recitals. The facts and statements contained in the preambles to this
Ordinance are found to be true and correct and are hereby adopted as part of this Ordinance.

Section 2. Adoption. Chapter 22, Article I, Section 22-9 (b) by adding (1) (2) (3) (4) (5)
and amendments to (c) and (d) of the Municipal Code of the Village of Stickney shall be amended to
read as follows:

Sec. 22-9. Charitable Solicitations.

(a) Charitable solicitation on streets or roads or from door-to-door within the village is hereby
permitted subject to the provisions of 625 ILCS 5/11-1006 and Chapter 58 of the Village
Code.

(b) All of the provisions of 625 ILCS 5/11-1006 regarding the regulation of persons soliciting
on highways, streets and roadways are hereby incorporated by reference and are found to
be specifically applicable to any and all charitable solicitors in the village.

(1) _Atleast one team leader at each intersection has to have a copy of their solicitation
request letter to the village with the “approved” stamp with date and signature of the

clerk in their possession. This will be made available to law enforcement upon request.
(2) Solicitors must be over the age of 18.

(3) Solicitors must wear a safety vest.

(4) No itinerant merchant, solicitor or peddler shall interfere with either vehicular or
pedestrian traffic on any public right of way.

(5) Police can stop all solicitors’ activity if they feel that solicitors are acting in an unsafe
manner or do not have proof of approval by the village.

(c) Any and all charitable solicitors that qualify as a charitable organization as required in
subsection (a) of this section will also be required to post evidence of financial
responsibility or show evidence of liability insurance in the amount of $1,000,000.00 with
the Village of Stickney as the certificate holder, and will be required to indemnify the village






and any and all of its officials from any liability incurred as a result of allowing such
organization to solicit under the provisions of this section.

(d) Solicitations under this section may only be made during the hours of 6:00 a.m. to sundown
by persons soliciting on streets or roads, and during the hours er-of 9:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m.
by persons soliciting door-to-door.

Section 3. Home Rule. This ordinance is enacted under the Home Rule powers of the
Village as set forth in the Constitution and laws of the State of Illinois.

Section 4. Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its
passage, approval and publication in the manner provided by law.

Section 5. Conflicts. This Ordinance supersedes all ordinances or parts of
ordinances directly conflicting with the terms and provisions contained herein, but only to the
extent of such conflict.

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ORDINANCE NO. 2012-13

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 2, “ADMINISTRATION,” OF THE ORDINANCES OF THE
VILLAGE OF STICKNEY, ILLINOIS BY AMENDING SECTION 2-44 AND ADDING SECTIONS 2-48 AND
2-49,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF
STICKNEY, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS, A HOME RULE UNIT OF GOVERNMENT AS FOLLOWS:

WHEREAS, the Village of Stickney (the “Village”) is a home rule municipality in accordance with the
Constitution of the State of Illinois of 1970; and

WHEREAS, the Village wishes to efficiently conduct its regular and special meetings; and

WHEREAS, the Village has deemed it necessary to establish procedural guidelines for its public
officials to participate at Village meetings in order to ensure that meetings are conducted in an
efficient and coherent manner; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE
VILLAGE OF STICKNEY, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS.

Section 1. Recitals. The facts and statements contained in the preambles to this
Ordinance are found to be true and correct and are hereby adopted as part of this Ordinance.

Section 2. Adoption. Chapter 2, Article II., Division 1, of the Municipal Code of the Village
of Stickney shall be amended by the amendment of Section 2-44, and adding Sections 2-48 and
2-49, which will read as follows:

Sec. 2-44. Quorum.

A majority of the Trustees, or three (3) Trustees and the Village President, shall constitute a

quorum to do business. A smaller number may adjourn from time to time and may compel the
attendance of absentees under penalties prescribed by the Board of Trustees.

Sec. 2-48. Absentee Trustees.

Where a Trustee fails to attend any regular or special meeting at the time and place
appointed, the Trustees in attendance may instruct the Village Clerk to send immediate notice to
the absent Trustee, compelling him /her to appear forthwith at such meeting. Absent good cause for

the Trustee’s failure to appear at the meeting, the Board may censure the Trustee and/or fine the
Trustee not more than $1,000.00.

If the Trustee fails to attend four (4) or more regular or special meetings absent good cause,
he or she may be considered guilty of omission of duty and/or misfeasance in the discharge of the

duties of office and shall be reported to the appropriate state office for prosecution of misconduct.

Sec. 2-49. Abandonment of Office.

A vacancy occurs in an office by a Trustee by reason of abandonment of office when a

Trustee fails to attend four (4) regular or special meetings, absent good cause. The Board of
Trustees shall determine if good cause is shown and whether a vacancy has occurred. If the Board






of Trustees determines that a vacancy exists, the office is deemed vacant as of the date of that
determination for all purposes including appointments to fill the vacancy.

Section 3. Home Rule. This ordinance is enacted under the Home Rule powers of the
Village as set forth in the Constitution and laws of the State of Illinois.

Section 4. Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its
passage, approval and publication in the manner provided by law.

Section 5. Conflicts. This Ordinance supersedes all ordinances or parts of
ordinances directly conflicting with the terms and provisions contained herein, but only to the
extent of such conflict.

Section 6. Severability. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion
of this Ordinance is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent
jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct, and independent provision and such
holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions hereof.

Section 7.  Certification and Publication. The Village Clerk of the Village of
Stickney shall certify to the adoption of this Ordinance and cause the same to be published in

pamphlet form.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF
STICKNEY, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS, A HOME RULE UNIT OF GOVERNMENT AS FOLLOWS:

WHEREAS, the Village of Stickney (the “Village”) is a home rule municipality in accordance with the
Constitution of the State of Illinois of 1970; and

WHEREAS, the Village wishes its public officials to efficiently perform their duties; and

WHEREAS, the Village has deemed it necessary to establish guidelines for its public officials to
perform the functions of their office; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE
VILLAGE OF STICKNEY, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS.

Section 1. Recitals. The facts and statements contained in the preambles to this Ordinance
are found to be true and correct and are hereby adopted as part of this Ordinance.

Section 2. Adoption. Chapter 2, Article 1], Division 1, of the Municipal Code of the Village of
Stickney shall be amended by the adding of Section 2-50, and Chapter 2, Article II, Division 2 of the
Municipal Code of the Village of Stickney shall be amended by the amendment of Section 2-73,
which will read as follows:

Sec. 2-50. Hours.

The position of trustee shall require an average minimum of ten (10) hours per week
performing their assigned duties.

Sec. 2-73. General Duties.

The village president shall be the chief executive officer of the village, and he shall perform
all such duties as may be required of him by statute or ordinance. He shall work an average
minimum of thirty-two (32) hours per week which would be considered full time. He shall have
supervision over all the executive officers of the village. He shall have the power and authority to
inspect all books and records kept by any village officer or employee at any reasonable time.

Section3. Home Rule. This ordinance is enacted under the Home Rule powers of the
Village as set forth in the Constitution and laws of the State of Illinois.

Section 4. Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its
passage, approval and publication in the manner provided by law.

Section 5. Conflicts. This Ordinance supersedes all ordinances or parts of ordinances
directly conflicting with the terms and provisions contained herein, but only to the extent of such
conflict.





Section 6.  Severability. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion
of this Ordinance is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent
jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct, and independent provision and such
holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions hereof.

WHEREAS, the Village of Stickney (the “Village”) is a home rule municipality in accordance with the
Constitution of the State of Illinois of 1970; and

WHEREAS, the Village wishes its public officials to efficiently perform their duties; and

WHEREAS, the Village has deemed it necessary to establish guidelines for its public officials to
perform the functions of their office; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE
VILLAGE OF STICKNEY, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS.

Section 1. Recitals. The facts and statements contained in the preambles to this
Ordinance are found to be true and correct and are hereby adopted as part of this Ordinance.

Section 2. Adoption. Chapter 2, Article III, Division 2, of the Municipal Code of the Village
of Stickney shall be amended by the amendment of Section 2-178, which will read as follows:

Sec. 2-178. Additional Duties

In addition to the duties provided in this division, the clerk shall perform such other duties
and functions as may be required by statute or ordinance.

Freedom of Information Officer. There shall be an average minimum of thirty-two (32) hours per
week dedicated to the duties of the office of village clerk.

Section 3. Home Rule. This ordinance is enacted under the Home Rule powers of the
Village as set forth in the Constitution and laws of the State of Illinois.

Section 4. Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its
passage, approval and publication in the manner provided by law.

Section 5. Conflicts. This Ordinance supersedes all ordinances or parts of
ordinances directly conflicting with the terms and provisions contained herein, but only to the
extent of such conflict.

If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion
of this Ordinance is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent
jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct, and independent provision and such
holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions hereof.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 6, “ALCOHOLIC LIQUOR,” OF THE ORDINANCES OF THE
VILLAGE OF STICKNEY, ILLINOIS BY THE REVISION OF SECTION 6-45.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF
STICKNEY, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS, A HOME RULE UNIT OF GOVERNMENT AS FOLLOWS:

WHEREAS, the Village of Stickney (the “Village”) is a home rule municipality in accordance with the
Constitution of the State of Illinois of 1970; and

WHEREAS, the Village desires to clarify the Village Code’s liquor provisions; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE
VILLAGE OF STICKNEY, COOK COUNTY, ILLINOIS.

Section 1. Recitals. The facts and statements contained in the preambles to this
Ordinance are found to be true and correct and are hereby adopted as part of this Ordinance.

Section 2. Adoption. Chapter 6, Section 6-45 of the Municipal Code of the Village of
Stickney shall be amended as follows:

Section 6-45. Number.

There shall be issued in the village no more than six class C licenses; provided, however,
that satellite stations existing under any class C licenses issued to the Hawthorne Race Track or any
concessionaire connected therewith shall not be included in or considered a part of the six class C
licenses. There shall be issued in the village no more than three class D licenses. There shall be
issued in the village no more than ene two class E licenses. There shall be issued in the village no
more than three class F licenses. There shall be issued in the village no more than (1) one class H
license.

Section 3. Home Rule. This ordinance is enacted under the Home Rule powers of the
Village as set forth in the Constitution and laws of the State of Illinois.

Section 4. Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its
passage, approval and publication in the manner provided by law.

Section 5. Conflicts. This Ordinance supersedes all ordinances or parts of
ordinances directly conflicting with the terms and provisions contained herein, but only to the
extent of such conflict.

A minimum monthly charge of $25.48 effective January 1, 2012, $29.30 effective

Janvary12045 for the first 400 cubic feet or any portion thereof, used for each
monthly period as indicated by meters; for water consumed over 400 cubic feet
for each monthly period, there shall be a charge of $5.23 effective January 1,
2012, $6.01 effective January 1, 2013 4 and $6.91 effective January 1, 2014 5 &nd

$7-95-effeetive January 12615 per 100 cubic feet.





(3) Industrial Users: Industrial class of water users shall be defined as all industries
including establishments, except dwellings, located in the areas zoned as industrial
districts in the village. Bills for industrial services shall be rendered on a monthly basis
as follows:
A minimum charge of $50.59 effective January 1, 2012, $58.18 effective January
1, 20134 and $66.91 effective January 1, 20145 aﬂd4$—716—95 effeetiveJanvary—1
2045 for the first 600 cubic feet, or any portion thereof, used for each monthly
period, as indicated by meters; for all water consumed over 600 cubic feet for
each monthly period, there shall be a charge of $7.95 effective January 1, 2012,
$9.14 effective January 1, 2013 4 and $10.51 effective January 1, 2014 5 and

(4) Special Accounts: Any consumer who uses in excess of 50,000 cubic feet of water per
month, the rate of said consumer shall be $40.50 effective January 1, 2012, $46.58
effective January 1, 20134 and $53.57 effective January 1, 20145 and-$61-61-effective

January1-2045 per 1,000 cubic feet.

(5) Liability for Service and Penalty for Late Payment: The owner of the premises, the
occupant thereof and user of the services shall be jointly and severally liable to pay the
water service on such premise. A penalty of 10 percent shall be added to all bills not paid
within the allowable time. When a date of billing is on a weekend or a legal holiday, then
such bills shall be payable on the next succeeding business day, without any additional
penalty.

(6) Unmetered Use: Where water has not been controlled by meters or where it shall be
found that the meter are registering incorrectly, or have stopped registering, the quantity
of water used, or to be used, shall be estimated by the committee on water and charged in
the manner and at the rates prescribed in this section: provided however, that the
minimum charge shall not be less than the minimum charges set forth in this section. The
village reserves the right to make such reasonable changes in the rates and in conditions
established in this section, and to establish further rules and regulations from time to
time, as may be found expeditious or necessary.

SECTION 2. That the Village Clerk is hereby instructed to publish this ordinance in
pamphlet form.

SECTION 3. That this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its
passage, approval and publication in pamphlet form as provided for by law.
